J00 Cape boys, or half-caste natives, arc

The majority of the sel­
ected natives have previously had ex­
perience of work in the mines of the 
Transvaal and life in the compounds 
under a quasi-military discipline. They 
will be placed in charge of officers of 
good standing in South Africa, who 
know how to treat them wisely. Some of 
the officers have served previously as 
magistrates in the districts reserved tor 
natives. ,

Neither Cape boys nor natives proper 
will be permitted to offer for service 
it the front; they are to be employed 
exclusively at the seaports in the south 
of France, and kept strictly within the 
compounds. They have volunteered for 
tile work, being satisfied with the wages 
offered and other conditions, and they 
will be sent back to South Africa an 
soon as their help ceases to be required.
