On the platform sat v. Bads How, M.
D., the so-called Millionaite Hobo. He
had come from St. Louis to preside at
the convention. When 150 bedraggled
“Bos”, had shuffled into the room, he
called the meeting to order. Three of
the visiting delegates were already fast
asleep, utterly exhausted from their
Jjourneys to Boston.

One of the first problems considered
by the gathering was the vagrancy law.
ILeo Lippa, in his denunciation. of the
existing laws on vagrancy, declared that
many hoboes spend the greater part of
their ‘lives in jail because of this 'law.

{arrested there is a nine-months’ sentence.
1 We walk out of the jails worse off than
iwhen we entered. And then we are re-
| arrested—and so it goes on until our
' spirits are broken and we are led to real-
ly commit etime. For if we are to be
. punished, why not for a real offence?”
|  Dr. How declared that if 90 per cent.
%of the men now in jail were given jobs
' there would be no need of jails. He
fmade a distinction between the hobo,
{tramp and bum. He declared that the
!members of his organization arc hobos—
ih other words, they are unemployed
ilooking for work. The tramp, he stated,
i travels from city to ¢ity and would re-
| fuse work if it were offered to him. His
definition of a bum was one who stays
!in a city and begs, and whose only am-
i bition is to get some free lunch and beer,
{ He referred to those in the gathering
ias itinerant workers. *“This is to be a
