NEW SHIP BRAKE CHANCERY DIVISION
Capt. Watt, of Halifax, inventor of the 

Watt ship brake, is in the city in the in­
terests of the Halifax Steamship Brake 
Co,. Ltd., which proposes to exploit, his 
invention, a model of which may be seen 
at the board of trade rooms. It is claimed 
for this brake that it will enable a vessel 
to stop in her own length, and to turn 
clear around with equal ease, and that it 
will also take the place of a disabled steer­
ing gear. In other words, it gives the 
captain a control of his vessel that he 
could get in no other way. It is proposed 
to fit one steamer with this brake and so 
demonstrate its value. Capt. Watt hopes 
to have its use made compulsory on Brit­
ish vessels. He is going to Ontario to in­
terest lake shipping men in the device. He 
will spend some days in St. John.
