Winnipeg, Nov. 23—Marking an increase
of more than 18 per cent. in the last five
years, the 1921 census of crop acreage
and numbers of livestock in Manitoba,
taken by the Manitoba department of

agriculture, shows 55,184 farms in the
province. The figures announced by the
department are made on the basis of
15,271 farms during the month of June.
The total acrehge was 7,463,785, of which
8,501,217 was in wheat and 2,226,376 in
oats. The number of live stock and
poultry kept this year totals 8,346,227.
Of these more than 8,000,000 were hens.
