GET OF INDEMNITY?

Varying Opinions of Sum to
Come From Germans

Reparations Bill Sent in is
Between Six and Eight
Hundred Million Dollars—|
Probably Will Be Cut.

(Special to The Times.)
Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 2.—Canadians have!
become so accustomed to the idea of
shouldering unaided their two billions of
net debt resulting from the war that
they will read with something of sur-
prise and incredulity that the bill for
indemnity being forwarded by Canada to
the reparation commission through the
high commissioner in London will total
between six and eight hundred millfon
dollars. The exact sum has not yet been
determined, and actuaries and account-
ants are busy in London calculating
what Canada’s claims will amount to
when the French scale of pensions and
separation’ allowances, as it existed when
the armistiee day came, is substituted for
the Canadian scale as provided by the
peace treaty.

The British empire claim will besent
in as a whole, and the amounts appor-
tioned to various parts of it will be in-
cluded in the total amount, though list-
ed separately. The whole question is
still in fog, and what Canada will really
get only the future can reveal. Some
think the amount will be about one hun-
dred million dollars, while others believe
that by taking long term bonds for any
amounts which the Germans cannot pay
in any one year the full amount can be
exacted and all claims satisfied. It is
safe to say, -however, that Canada’s
claims will suffer considerable curtail-
ment.

One optimistic opinion expressed here
with regard to Germany’s ability to pay
js that the Allied terms of reparation
will cause, if accepted, the total repudi-
ation by Germany of all her debts in-
curred in domestic war loans, and the
substitution of her indemnity obligations
in their place. The twelve per cent. ex-
port tax will make matters more difficult
for Germany, as she can only pay out of
.current revenue for the products of the
industry of her people, but it gives other
nations a preference as against Germany
‘in the markets of the world.

In England it has seen worked out
that the share of the British empire of
the two hundred and twenty six bitlion
gold marksewould be twenty-two per
cent. It was also estimated here that
five cent. of the British empire total
should go to Canada, but on the other
side of the water there are advocates of
two per cent. for Canada. Five per
cent. would give Canauaa only $497.200,

000, and two per cent. less than $200,~ Jud

000,000, and that could be collected only
in a long term of years. :

The proposal has been made in Ger-
many that there should be a capital levy
if the reparation terms were not too ex-
orbitant and pay off everything as quick-
‘ly as possit!~ In order to get the army
of occupation out of the fatherland and
leave her iree for future development.
‘That is the only hope of quick settle-
! ment.

The Allies’ necessities and debts will
' probably lead to acceptance of German
bonds to pay obligations in the United
States and elsewhere for a large part of
the debt. ;

In the treaty of peace it was stated
' that the Allied powers could not hope
'to get indemnity for the cost of main-
ifaining armies in France and elsewhere
during the war. The bill covers only
compensations for damages to property,
lives and persons of civilians due to the
war, for levies on towas In occupied ter-
ritory, for Belgian loans made during the
iwar, for the eapitalization of pensions
ito. injured soldiers or dependents of
those fallen on the French scale, for
separation allowances during the war on
‘the same scale, for amounts expended on
prisoners of war held by the Allies, for
_acts of cruelty or forced work to civil-
/ians or prisoners of war held by Ger-
many, and the looting or removing of

Producers of Kings

Discussed Today at Conven-
tion of Farmers

Major G. S. Kinnear Says
Easy to Raise $100,000 for
it—MTr. Caldwell’s Electjon
as President—Discussion on
the Farmers’ Platform.

Fredericton, N. B., Feb. 2—Major G.
S. Kinnear, of Sussex, appeared before
the United Farmers’ convention today
on behalf of the milk producers of Kings
county, disucssing a prospective dis-
tributing creamery planned by that body
for the city of St. John. He discussed
various phases of such a plant and dealt
with the distribution which would be ef-
fected. The cost of a storage plant
would be about $25000 and would be
capable of extension. In all the plant
would cost about $70,000 and between
$20,000 and $80,000 would be required
for a working capital. Mr. Kinnear said
he thought there would be no trouble in
raising $100,000 for a plant of this kind.

He was optimistic for the whole out-'

look. He said the co-operative company
was built on an absolutely sound basis
and was controlled in the true demo-
cratic spirit. Some people had opposed
the idea of starting out in such a’ big
way and favored a smaller start, but he
did not look at it in that way.

Alex. Brewer reported that the bal-
lotting for the nomination of president
revealed that President T. W. Caldwell
was again nominated unanimously. The
nominations for vice-president showed J.
F. Reilly, John Inch, G. C. Sharpe, A. C.
Fawcett, F. Warnock, Judson Corey and
G. S. Kninear nominated in the order
named.

‘The Platform. :

The farmers members to the provincial
legislature, inc¢luding A. C. Faweett,
Westmorland; Warnock, Victoria; Pic-
kett, Victoria; Burlock and Tracey,
Carleton county, were then called to the
front.

He thought
if adopted and put to use the telephone
rates would keep going up. He moved
that the section be referred back.

Re agriculture, President Caldwell
said dominion statistics were always er-
roneous. The proper sources were not
used to secure information. The statis-
tics were often used to the disadvantage
of the farmers.

Judson Corey said a proper system

should be conducted at dominion experi-'

mental stations to get the correct cost

of production. The clause was adopted.
Clause seven, referring to the estab-

lishment of an abattoir, was adopted.

Moose Jaw, Sask. ,Feb. 2—(Canadian
Press)—Approximately 8,000 delegates
and visitors attended last night’s session
of the annual convention of the Sas-
katchewan Grain Growers’ Association.

Norman Lambert, secretary of the
Canadian Council, of Agriculture, out-
lined the growth of the farmers’ move-
ment through the dominion, which has,
he said, gone through three ' stages,
organization, entrance into commercial
undertakings, and determination to be-
come a factor in federal politics.

Berlin, Febh. 2—Germany does not con-
sider the terms of reparation decided
upon by the supreme Allied council in
Paris as being the final settlement of the
‘indemnity question, but the basis of
! future negotiations. This was indicated
by Dr. Walter Simons, foreign minis-
ter, in the Reichstag yesterday.

The prevalent opinion was that Dr.
Simons had not hurned his bridges be-
hind him, and that his presentation of
the German attitude might enable him
ito gain important time, both in antici-
pating the attitude of the new United
States administration and in reaching a
definite settlement of the fate of Upper

lesia.

“The reparations demands are, above
all, a blow at the German working-
man,” Dr. Eduard David, majority So-
