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LEST WE FORGET

' During these pleasant summer days
the citizens think much about enjoy-
ment, and do not care to be burdened
with anything that savors of worry and
trouble. But the summer is passing,
und the sutumn and winter will have
aurrived all too soon.” Along with the
winter will come to St. John the prob-
lem of handling winterport business. It
ls really a somewhat serious problem,
because of a lack of terminal facilities.
50 much difficulty was met during the
last two months of the last season that
photographs were taken to show the
rongestion at Sand Point, and a public
meeting was called, and these photo-
graphs were reproduced and thrown up-
an a screen, and representatives of the
jteamship lines and of the Canadian
Pacific Railway delivered addresses, in
which they declared ' that additional
facilities must be provided before the
winter -season of 1918-14. We are now
In the last half of July, and there is
still no evidence that the additional
tacilities will be provided. The board
of trade was much interested in, this
guestion last spring, and so were the
members of the city council. The con-
dition of affairs was brought to the at-
tention of the government. If St. John
ls not in a position to handle the busi-
ness it will go elsewhere. Is it not time
the representatives of the city made
some further effort, so that if possible
the condition of affairs at West St. John
may be improved before next winter?

MUNICIPAL BORROWING

Mr. V. C. Brown, a branch superin-
tendent for the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce, contributes an interesting articl
to last week’s issue of Canadian Fin-
ance on the subject of municipal loans.
He contends that each of the: western
provinces should appoint a miunicipal
commission, by whom all .expénditure
for local improvements by urban muni-
cipalities would first have to be ap
proved. He points out that legislation
of a somewhat similar character exists
in Great Britain. In Western Canada,

. Mr. Brown says, there is danger of go-

ing too fast in the creation of municipal
debts, although in any case the west is
growing so rapidly that its financial re-
quirements must reach larger and larger
figures. To establish credit on the high-
est possible level, he believes each prov-

. ince should have a competent commis-

sion, which would have authority to re-
gulate the boundaries of each urban
municipality, to see that assessments are
limited to conservative valuations of
property, to decide whether proposed
improvements aré really warranted and
within the ability of the municipality

. to pay, to see that the plans and speci-

fications call for work of the right char-
acter, to reguhte. the time for which
debentures sheuld be isused, and to re-
gulate the investment of sinking fund
moneys. Mr, Brown believes that a de-
benture term should not exceed the life
of the improvements, and. that a short-
ening of the term of issues is desirable.
Of course the conditions in the west-
ern provinces are quite different from
those which obtain in the east. New
towns are springing up in the west and
their aggregate demands are enormous.
Perhaps also there is more carelessness
than there would be if each province had
such a municipal commission as Mr.
Brown suggests. He tells of two west-
ern Canadian towns where the water
mains were laid within the frost line,
and had to be entirely re-laid at a heavy
expense. No doubt a degree of restraint
and guidance in the matter of public
expenditures is desirable. At all events
the proposal of Mr. Brown has been re-
ceived with a good deal of favor by
business men in the west.
——————

The Canadian fruit crop this year will
not be as large as usual. The cost of
living will probably be higher.
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Today’s news from the Balkans is
more pacific. The Bulgarians have be-
come exhausted by the struggle. They
will fare worse than if they had been
ready for peace some weeks ago.
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Many hundreds of people spend the
week-end at points along the river,
within twenty-five miles of the city.
Fvery Saturday and Sunday the river
has a life of its own quite different
from that of the rest of the week. The
loewer reaches of the river form a greal
reservoir of health and pleasure upon
which the citizens may freely draw.
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The Montreal Star unintentionally
presents to its readers in large type a
statement quite in accord with the
views of the majority qf the Canadian
people concerning the navy. “Great
Britain to build ships that Canada ought
to,” says the Star. Of course the Sta:
did not intend to convey the idea that
Canada should 'have shipyards, but the
phraseology might be so interpreted, anc
if that were what the Star really meant,
it would be giving expression to the
popular view. Canada ought to build
ghips, and therefore ought to establish
shipyards; and, if Hon. Mr. Hazen had
not handed back that deposit of $100,-

000 to Cammell, Laird & Company, a

shipyard wbuld have been established at

St. John.

NEW C. P. R. LINE FROM
SASKATOON TO CALGARY

Saskatoon, Sask., July 21—Saskatoon
is about to become the terminus for a
direct line from this city to Calgary via
Milden and Empress, to be built by the
C. P. R.. A despatch has been receiv-
ed to the effect ‘that this route has been

entered on the new C. P. R. maps just
issued at Ottawa.

The new line of the C. P. R. will
mean the tapping of a large territory,
south and west of Saskatoon, both in
Saskatchewan and Alberta, and will
increase the distributing territory of this
city to a large extent. In addition to
this it will mean that Saskatoon will
become the grain centre for a large
territory of land which heretofore has
been depending upon other cities on the
smain line of the C. P. R. and C. N. R.
Construction work on the new proposed
line will be started next year.
