Sentence for Attempted Murder 
of Twelve Military Officers

Shine iVenna, April 6—The wife of ex-Lieuten- 
ant Hofrichter has brought an action for 
divorce against her husband, who is under­
going a term of twenty years’ penal servi­
tude for his infamous attempt to poison 
twelve officers of the general staff, by 
which one of them met his death. In Aus­
tria the commission of a crime is not a 
ground for divorce, so in her petition, 
which is a painful human document, Frau 
Hofrichter has to bring forward ihe cases 
of marital infidelity which were discovered 
when the searchlight of criminal justice 
was brought to bear on Hofrichter’s past 
life at the time of his trial.

The story of Hofrichter’s relations with 
a girl during his betrothal to his present 
wife is told, and of this girl’s sudden death 
immediately after receiving p. box of 
sweets from the lieutenant, also his at­
tempt to entrap a young servant girl by 
letters purporting to be from his wife.
