married Princess Carmen Pignatelli’ d’Ar-
agon, with whom he returned to Spain,
where he died as civil governor of Madrid.
The present Duke of Frias is the son of
the late dike, by his first marriage, with
Victoria Balfe.

Lord Victor Paget, who has just been
mulcted to the extent of $10,000 damages,
and legal costs for as much more; as co-
respondent in & divorce suit brought by a
Liverpool lawyer of the name of Cleaver,
who. had married an actress, is the only
brother and heir of the Marqms of An-
glesey, holds a commission as lieutenant
in the Royal Horse Guards, makes his
headquarters in London, at the Bache-
lors’ Club, and has as slsters Viscountess
Ingestre, future Countess of Shrewsbury,
and Lady Beatrice Herbert, wife of the
son and heir of the Earl of Pembroke.
Lord Victor’s escapade is mnot likely to
promote the aspirations of his elder bro-
ther, the Marquis of Anglesey, for the
hand of Princess Patricia of Connaught.
For the affair serves to recall ‘the unen-
viable notoriety of the house of Paget in
connection with the divorce cotirt. It is
doubtful, indeed, whether there is any fam-
ily of the British peerage that has figured
so often there.

The late Marquis.and his wife made fre-
quent - appearances’ in' the divoree court,
théir applications“being, according to the
president’ of the court,. the late Lord St.
Helier (better’ known as Sir Francis
Jeune) the most extraordinary and incredi-
ble that had ever come to his knowledge,
during all his long experience of the di-
vorce court. The first of the Paget Lords
Anglesey, was equally remarkable in his
domestic arrangements. For having had
eight children by his first wife, Lady Caro-
line Villiers, daughter of the Earl of Jer-
sey, he was divorced, and at.once proceed-
ed to marry the divorced wife of the first
Earl Cowley, to whiom he was obliged to
pay $100,000. damages, as co-respondent, for
the alienation of the lady’s affections. S8he
had four children by her marrlage with
Lord Cowley, and then by her union with
Lord Anglesey she had six more children.
So that the family, omnium gatherum, con-
sisted, all told, of eighteen children, four-
teen of them Pagets, and four of them
Wellesleys, that is to say, the offspring of
the first Lord Cowley.
