At half-past two, the Com-SECOND DESPATCH.ids ′ of on
FIERCENESS OF THE BULL-DOG. * 

The bull-dog is really a sufficiently intelli­
gent animal, and its mental qualities capable 
of high enllivation. It is true that tho ani­
mal is an unsafe companion even for its mas- 
ter, and it is just as likely to attack its own­
er as a stranger, if it feels aggrieved. An ac- 
cidental kick or a tread on the toes affords 
ample pretext for the animal to fix on its 
supposed enemy; and when once it does fix 
its teeth, it is nut to be removed except by 
the barbarous method which is to be consid­
ered legitimate fur such a purpose, but which 
will not be mentioned in these pages. How­
ever, most of these shortcomings in temper 
are said to be produced by the life which the 
poor dog leads, being tied up to his kennel 
for the greater part of his time, and when 
released from his bondage, only enjoying a 
limited freedom for the purpose of fighting 
a maddened bull, or engaging in deadly war- 
fare with one of his own kind. Any animal 
would become morose under such treat- 
ment; and when tho sufferer is a bull-dog 
the result of his training are often disastrous 
enough.
