Critics ot Ford Plan

As the announcement of Heary Ford’s pro-
fitsharing plan recedes into the distance, one
is interested in seeing just what the revised
opinions of men regarding it are. It does seem
that nobody is satisfied.
On the manufacturers’ side there is natur-
ally wrath. The Americga Employer, organ
of the National Association of Manufacturers,
is bitter. It says
*“Mr, Ford takes a most illogical position,
if he and his associates are to retain the
excess of which they have unfairly (according
to Mr. Ford) deprived their employes .in the
past. Mr. Ford is a multimillionaire, and we
have heard of no proposal on his part to
make restitution of these (according to this
theory of his) ill-gotten gains.”’
The Employer also calls on Mr. Ford to
prove his good faith by paying the highest
possible price to the other manufacturers who
make the parts of the machine he does not
himself manufacture, 86 that ‘‘all who have
anything to do with the making of the oar
will profit by the division.”
A howl as ill-natured is sent up by the
Manufacturers’ News, which attributes Ford's
gift to a thirst for advertising.
From within the Ford works complaint has
arisen, on the ground that the manufacturer,
in return for his bonus, has installed an “‘ef-
ficiency system’’ that makes the worker give
back in increased temsion of labar quite the
equivalent of the bonuses. The Miami Valley
Sentinel prints this statement asserting that
it obtained the facts from two trustworthy
witnesses, one a former employe, one a pre-
sent employe, of the Ford works
‘“This high wage plan is really the
Efficiency.” "’
“With the reduced hours the output has
been increased. The men work like machines,
at top-notch speed.’’

Among these rules are
No talking during working hours.
No one shall take off his overalls before the
bell rings, nor put them on after the bell
rings.
No one shall go to the closet more than
