COMMISSION PROPOSES
UNION STOCKYARDS

Bubmits Scheme to Manitoba Gov-
ernment—Recommends 'Public
: Markets Board

h innipeg, -June  25.—Arrangeménts’
have been completed for the establish-
ment of a public abattoir and union
stockyards at St. Boniface under gov-
ernment control., This was the infor-
mation which was contdined in the re-
port of the commission appointed by
the legislature last session, and which
was handed in to the government yes-
terday.

By the arrangements which the com-
mission have succeeded in making
there: 'will be union stockyards acces-
sible to. all three railroads without
switching charges, and with all modern
improvemeénts and ample accommoda-
tion. ‘

The commission recommend the ap-
pointment of a public markets board,
which will have contrel of the yards,
eomposed of two representatives’ from
the C. P.'R., gne from the C. N. R,
ohe ‘from the G. T. P. and one ap-
pointed by  the government. Rates,
yardage fees and charges for feeding
will be- suibject to government control.
The government also are to have first
choice in the selection of a site for
the public abbatoir.*

One provision which the commission
has arranged for will be particularly
well: commended by farmers of  the
west. The livestock must be watered,
fed ‘and yarded before being weighed,

SMALL FIRE LOSS IN
~ COLUMBIAN FORESTS

Fire Wardens Saved Grea.t Quan-
tity of Standing Timber Dur-
ing May

While in other provinees the loss of
standing timber through fire has been
considerable, in this province the. fire
wardens, under Chief Fire Warden W.
C. Gladwin, have kept the loss down
to & practically negligible amount.

In his report on the work done last
month Mr, Gladwin says that the ex-
tremely dry ‘weather during April ren-
dered conditions especially dangerous
during early May, and it was ‘during
this period that most of the reported
damage was #Zecomplished. This was
especially the case of the interior, and
while exceHent work was accomplish-
ed by the fire wardens, as shown'by
the returns, the organization was not
vet perfected in the early period, as
the districts have ‘all been rearranged,
and reallotted, and the new fire war=
dens have yet to become aecquainted
with their ‘territories.

The . weather reeord shows twenty-
five fine dry days, and six. showery
days, the latter being May 10, 13, 24, 25,
26 and 27. In all 129 fires took place,
originating from causes _as follows:
twelve from ocampers, nine from' don-
key engines, thirty-two from settlers,
twenty-eight from railway locomotives,
and forty-eight from unknown causes.
