“The enemy is replying with Creusot and
other artillery.

“In this duel the advantige resis with
us, as ‘we appear to  be- gearching  his
trenches and his artillery fire is not caus-
! ing us much loss. :

“An attempt will ‘be. made to-night to
seize Spion Kop, the salient of which Yorms
the left of the enemy’s position facing
Trichard’s Drift, and which divides - it
from the position facihg Potgiefer’s Drift.

“It has constderable commend over al
the enemy’s entrenchmen's.”

Warren's Task.

Londen, Jan. 24 —The "jmes, comment-
ing editorially upon Gen. Buller’s di~mtch.
