The examination of the Bulledune prison.

The testimony of the latter was not finished
when court adjourned.

The testimony of the elder Petre showed
that the prisoners came to his house iotoxi-
cated and having liquor with them, that
there was some rough and tumble fighting
while the sailor was there, between him and
three of the prisoners, that he was beaten
about the back of the head with their flsts,
and, finally, escaped from the house, haviag
on shoes and homespun pants, but in his shirt
sleeves and without a hat.

The old man’s evidence was positive as to
the fact that the prisoners did not follow
him out of the house, and that there was no
blood from the blows and no marks,

The feeling in this part of the county as
to the guilt of the prisoners seems pretty
evenly divided. All sorts of storie= are
afloat about Williams having bsen seen after
the date of his alleged murder, but they can-
not be traced to any reliable source, Your
correspondeat has investigated several of
these ramors with the result of showing that
the parties who thought they had seen the

missing man had mistaken a yourg Sctch
sailor for him. In conversation with the
prisoners’ counsel this afternoon he scouted
the idea of any serious evidenca agiinst
them, and said that at the most they could
only be sent up for assanlt and even not
serious assaul’ at that. The prisoners are
in good spirits to-day. There is no founda-
tion for the report that they have confessed.
So far they stand firm together in the state-
mect that they did not touch the lad after
he left Mrs. Petre’s house. The examina-
tion will be held in the court house in the
morning, the magistrate’s office being too
small to accommodate the crowd expected to
be present.

Great Meeting at Woodstock.

ATTORNEY GENERAL BLAIR ON THE POLICY
OF THE GOVERNMENT, je

[SPEGIAL TO THE TELEGRAPH.]

Woobsrock, Jan. 5. —The political meet-
ing in the roller rink to-night, which was ad-
dressed by Attorney-General Blair, was the
largest ever held in this county. There was
a very large attendance from the city while
there were strong delegetions fcom every
outside section of the County.

It is admitted on all hands that Hon. Mr.
Blair made the specch of his life. It was a
calm, foroible, eloquent and argumentative
address. It is safe to say that it wild have a
tine effect among many who had opposed the

“local government because of the misrepre-

sentations of opposition speakers and writers.
Mr. J. R. Murphy presided and in a speech
which did him much credit, he introduced
the speaker of the crening.

Attorney Geoeral Blair immediately en-
tered upon & defence of the government’s
policy. Ho showed by the official records
that in all expeditares that can be con-
trolled by the executive his government bad
made a saving of over $7,000 as compared
with the old government’s record. At the
same time this governwent had greatly in-
creased expenditures for schools and on
roads and bridges. It was true the public
debt had increased, but this was largely
due to the carrying out of the obligations of
the old government. It had been charged
that this government had made little ex-
penditure on the great roads and bridges of
Carleton. As a matter of fact, 12,500 is
spent every year on the great roads and
bridges of Carleton county, as compared
with an averaga of $8,500 uodér the old
government. Oae of the charges against
his government was that they had brought
io a separate resolution for a subsidy for
the Fredericton & Woodstock Railway and
ignored the Woodstock and Centreville
Railway, which the opposition are claiming
was included in the subsidy ast of 1882,
The latter road was not incladed in the act
1882, and the resolution of 1883 incladed
two or three roads besides the Fredericton
& Woodstock railway. To have given a
subsidy to the Centreville & Wcodstock
Railway in accordance with the resolution cf
the leader of the opposition wou!d have
meant the passage of another general subsidy
act and the saddling of an additional debt
of over two millions of doilars upon the
province,

A GLOOMY VIEW OF AFFAIRS IN THE INDIAN
QUARTERS.

; Omaua, Neb., Jan, 6.

A despatch from Pine’ Ridge agency, S.
D., says the unfortunate disposition of the
troops making it possible for them to do
cross firing with the result of killing one
another censtitutes thé greater cause of
General Foreyth’s suspension. The seri-
cusness of the situation here is increasing,
Short Bull, the leading hostile chief, says
he wil} take this agency if it cost every
warrior he had. The half-breeds here have
been informed by friends and relatives whom
some of them have among the hostiles that
they had better immediately move their
families away from the agency, as a great
raid and massacre is certain. The half-
breeds are accordingly leaving here with a
rush. Gen. Miles says the situation is ex.
ceedingly critical. There are less than 600
soldiers here now all told. The number of
Indians, bucks, equaws and children, killed
at Wounded Knee reached 200; several
others cannot recover. A boaid of inquiry
has been appointed in Gen. Forsyth’s case.

Indiats on Twtle Monntain reservation
may at any moment inaugurate a mas-
sacre of settlers living along the North
Dakota borders.
