dirary - criticism to  pass unnatized
during the whole of his term of office.
The truth or fothe;wise of the state-
ments made must be left for proof be-
fors the courts, but the North Amer-
jcan, although silghtly inclined to sen-
saticnalism, is, on the whols, reiiable
in its news. This was the paper which
single handed denounced the Capitol
grafters and forced the State Govern-
mént of Pennsylvania to taxe actios
against those contractors and officicls
%;hc_, d\iring the construction of the
rew Capitol building.. had robbed the
treasury of many millions of dollars.

Daughter bi Murdered Woman
Tells of Fearful Grime.

Austrian Woman Shot, Robbed of $2,200
and Body Placed on Track Where Train
Cut it In Two — Daughter Shet
Also—Suspect 6irl's Fiancee.

NEW. YORK, July 19—A strange
murder case developed today when of-
ficlals of Hackensack, N. J., examined
the body of Mrs. Otelia Bberhard,
which was found early today lying on
the tracks of the New York, Susque-
hanna & Western R. R. near Coalberg,
N. J., discovered bullet A wounds. A
passing train had cut the body in two.
Otelia Ebérhard, a daughter of the
dead weman, was wouhded three times
by bullets and’ dragsed herself a mile
to an isolated farm-house. The police
are hunting for August FEberhard, a
nephew of the murdered woman, be-
liaving that he may know something
of the crime. Mrs. Eberhurd and her
daughter arrived from Vienna last
Thursday on the invitation of August
Eberhard. The Eberhard girl states
that there was an understanding that
August was to marry her. Yesterday,
Miss Eberhard says she and her moth_gr
was invited by August to go to Ro-
chelle Park, in New Jersey, and that
they wandered around there until even-
ing. At the Coalberg coal pockets, the
girl says, she saw a filash between two
cars and heard a revolver shot, follow-
ed by a series of shots. She started to
run and felt that she was hit. Her
cousin, she says, ran up to her and
urged her to hurry away. After run-
ning with her a few steps he turned
back. Then, she states, she heard more
pistol shots. Consciousnees left ter
then. She had been struck three times
by bullets, none of which, however,
caused serious wounds. .

She saw her mother fall, she says
when the first shots were fired. Recov-
ering consciousness, shortly afterward,
she found her way to a farm-house,
whose inmates bound up her wounds
and escorted her into Hackensack to-
day. By ihat time the coroner was
working on her mother’s case. The
wounded girl was taken to the—police
station where her story threw light on
several phases of the affair.

Miss Eberhard says her mother had
$2,200 in United States currency and
$300 in German notes when they left
for their excursion. The $2,200 was
missing when the body was found. The
German money was untouched.

The police say that Eberhard, too,
may have been murdered, and:his body
disposed of. Meanwhile, however, they
are making every effort to locate him
if he is alive.

NEW YORK, July 13.—While the
Chippewa, of the Clyde Line, was
pounding great holes in her hull, off
Montauk Point Life Saving Station,
early today, 24 men were taken from
her by a camping party, the members
of which had made fourteen miles
dash in automobiles to aid in'the res-
cue.

Three weeks ago the Chippewa,
bound from Charleston to Boston,
with a cargo of lumber and animals,
went on the rocks in a heavy blow.
Ordinary means failed to dislodge her,
and pumps and other appliances were
installed to float her. All the uorelim-
inary work had been done and it had
been planned to haul the Chippewa
from ,the rocks yesterday, when a
heavy sea began to run and by the
middle of the afternoon the ship was
pounding on the sharp rocks in an
alarming way. The twenty-four men
abroad, some of the crew, and some of
the wrecking crew, believing their lives
were in danger, sent up signals of dis-
tress. Jumping into three automobiles
a camping party which had seen the
signale, made a fast run to the life
saving station, fourteen miles distant.
They found Captain Hedges and placed
themselves under his command. The
life gun line was brought into action
and four lines shot seaward before one
caught in the rigging.

Over this line the men on the pound-
ing vessel were brought ashore, one by
one, in the breeches buoy.

It is feared the Chippewa will be a
total loss. She was valued” at about
$600,000. The animals aboard, including
alligators and ostriches, were not tak-
en off. ;

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WOMAN SUFFRAGE IN PRACTICE.
.

Prof. Harry E. Kelly, now practic-
ing law in Denver, but form:rly of the
Iowa State University, had some of the
objec‘ions to woman suffrage put to
him for answer. This is the way he
handles, them:

1. Woman suffrage would create dis-
cord in the family. .

“Colorado has never heard of a case
of family discord that was even alleged
to have originated in woman suffrage.
The members of a family are inclined
to stand together ipon political ques~
L tions much as they are upon religious
questions; but this faet broadens the
family interest in public affairs, be-
cause women, disregarding the mere
scramble for office, direct the family
“interest along the line of social ques-
tions, in addition to the interest in
partisan politics. While worhan suf-
frage increases the number of votes, it
gives us an increased preadth of pub- |
lic”interest in social Avelfars. Neither
has woman suffrage rendered politice
attractive to women _as a. vocation,
nor has it had any other effect on their
character than' to multiply their so-
cial interests and widen their intellec-
tral horizon.. Their right to vote has
not made them less dutiful as mothers
and wives.”

2. Women do not wish to vote.

“The women of Colorado are not of-
fice-seekers, but they vete solidly when
there is anything in a campaign that
appeals to their interest; and in all
elections their vote is largz. Among |
them of course there are some bad wo-
men, just as among men there are
some bad men. But I apprehend that
nobody has any scheme by which the
suffrage can be so restricted as to ex-
clude persons who are evil-minded.
There is not a city in the world where
the vote of evil women could be of
enough consequence to be worthy of
sgerious ‘vconéideration in a controversy
ke this.” :

3. The surroundings of the polls are
such that a refined woman cannot well
go to them.

“That is moonshine; for under wo-
man suffrage, as Wwe have seen in Col- |
arado, ‘the: voting booths are placed in
most respectable quarters, largely in
private houses, with surroundings that
offer no opportunity for criticism.”

“And though there are peers in Ja-
pan, they and cemmoners are, beforz
the eyes of the Emperor, alike his chil-
dren, and the more the Emperor is
exalted the more are social differences
levelled. Therefore, Mr. Tokutomi af-
firms that ‘the spirit ot loyalty to the
Emperor is the mother of democracy.’
This is rather pcor argumaat, and will
scarcely sdtisfy democrats. =

“His other reasons, however, are
more interesting, as they are more per-
timent. ~ ‘The popularization of educa-
tion,’ according te this author, ‘is the
second cause for the growth of a de-
mocratic spirit. More than 95 per
cent. of Japanese children receive the
advantage of education. and this is the
strongest possible instigator of demo-
cracy - Whether the Membusho who
regard democrats as human vipers, yet
as the organ of public educatien, the
Mombusho is the greatest propagator
of democracy in Japan.’

“Mr, Tokutomi continnes: ‘Some
people may sec no relation between
democracy and the army, but the com-
pulsory imposition of military duty on
the whole people is the third cause for
the risé of demecracy.

¢« ‘“When the conscription system was °
eracled, the .privilege of the Samural
clan was abolished, and as soldiers all
classes of people are treated alike Rick
men, peers and scholars lose their dis=
tinctinn Yefore the system, and only
the efficiency of a soldiers -opens -&
prosperous career to him. From this
view point the rise of the democratia
spirit in Japan owes much to the con-
scription system.

“ Fieid Marshal Yamagata, who or-
ganized the sysiem, may Or may not
understand democracy, as he may or
may not sympathize with it; but for
all that, his Conscription Law, which
put the military duty apon the whols
body of the people, has been a great
bulwark of democracy, and the demo-
cralic spirit will long e nourished. by
this system.’

“Phe rapid growth of the business
men in a position of social importance
is the fourth reason given by Mr.
Tokutomi. He observes: ‘The develop-
ment of business <reates righ men,
and aggravates the difference between
rich and poor, sects up a barrier be-
tween capital and labor, and  is a
drawback to the browth of democracy.
But that which arouses the laborers to
the consciousness of their own im-
portance, and stimulates them to in-
sist on their rights, is the result of the
development of industry. The labor-
ers’ motto of today is ‘Combination is
Strength.” b
