thing from the Irish sea to the Dan-
ube. They open their hands and there
is war, they shut it and there is
peace. The Romanoffs of Russia, the

Hohenzollerns of Germany, the Bour-!

bons of France, the Stuarts and Guel-

phs of Great Britain, are houses whose
names are intertwined with the history

of their qspective nations symbolic of
imperial *authority.

But I preach of a family more pot-
éntial, more rich and more extensive

—the royal house of Jesus, of Whoml th

the whole family in heaven and on
earth is named. We are blood rela-
tions by the relationship of the cross;
all of us are the children of the King.

First, I speak of our family name.
When we see a descendant of some
one greatly celebrated in the last cen-
tury, we look at him with profound
interest.

When he re-
turns, he will not bring 'the nations
chained to his wheel or in iron cages,
but I hear the strike of the hoofs of
the snow white cavalcade that brings
them to the gates in triumph.

LUSTER BFROM STAR AND SPEAR.:

Our family name takes luster from
the star that heralded him and the
spear that pierced him and the crown
that was given him. It gathers frag-
rance from the frankincense brought
to his cradle and the lilies that flung
their sweetness into his sermons and
the box of alabaster that broke at his
feet. The Comforter at Bethany. The
Resurractor at Nain. .The supernatur-
al Oculist at Bethsaida. The Saviour
of one world and the chief joy of an-
other. The storm his. frown. The sun-
light his smile. The spring morning
his breath. The earthquake the stamp
of his foot. The thunder the whisper
of his voice. The ocean a drop on the
tip of his finger. Heaven a sparkle on
the bosom of his love. Eternity the
twinkling of his eye. .The universe the
flying dust of his chariot wheels. Able
to heal a heartbreak or hush a temp-
est or drown a world, or flood immen-
sity with his glory. What other fam-
ily name could ever boast of such an
illustrious personage?

In every battle I must
have it blazing on my flag—the dove,
the cross, the lamb, and when I fall
wrap me in that good old Christian
flag, so that the family coat of arms
shall be right over my breast, that all
the world may see that I looked to the
Dove of the Spirit and clung to the
cross and depended upon. the lamb of
God, which ‘taketh away the sins of
the world.
