Interested in” BExperiments at Palmerton,
Conn.,~St. John Men 'l‘hcre.‘

BOSTON, April 9~—There is much
interest among saw mill owners in ex-
periments which have been made at
the Rockland paper mills in Palmer-
ton, Conn., where, it is claimed, it has
been demonstrated that wood board
can be readily made from the refuse
of lumber mills, such as sawdust,
small wood, etc. The tests in Palmer-
ton were made uader the direotion of
Andre Cushing & Co. of St. John, As
a.result of these experiments it is un-
derstood that Cushing & Co, will erect
e large plant at 8t, John for the man-
ufacture of wood board. The concern
holds both the Canadian and United
States patent rights on the board, and

placed on the mu-ku in the course of
the summer,

It 18 claimed that an. incidental ad-
vantage from the manufscture of
wood board will be that it will solve
the problem of disposing #of the re-
fuse of saw mills without creating a
nuisance or obstruction in streams, oy
involving a danger.
