denied the manifestation of God’s hand 
in them. In many cases, however, 
they knew that God permitted rather 
than caused iisasters. Hut there was 
such a thing as the exercise of spe­
cial providence. When the Christian 
prayed for spiritual and temporal 
blessings he expected that God in 
some way would answer his prayer. 
They were sometimes told that God 
could not change the laws of nature. 
In order to answer prayer. It was not 
reoeesary for Him to do so. 
watchmaker had made special provis­
ion for the regulation of the watch by 
direct human agency. In like manner 
the Creator of the universe had made 
provision for the special exercise of 
His power without Interfering with 
the ordinary laws of nature, 
knew that God had caused disasters. 
The Bible had many striking exam­
ples of them, such as the flood, the 
destruction of Sodom, the overthrow 
of the Egyptians In the Red Sea, the 
swallowing up of the rebellious Is­
raelites, in an earthquake, the death of 
Ahab by an arrow directed by the 
Lord, the destruction of Herod by an 
angel of the Lord and many others 
of a similar character. The text also 
taught that God in some special way 
disciplined the people even to the point 
of special punishment when necessary. 
Seeing that God sent disasters as re­
corded in the Bible for the benefit of 
the human race, being the same God 
today, might they not expect that at 
times He would still send disasters for 
the good of the people. He believed 
that God’s hand was still visible In 
the affairs of men. He believed that 
the nation which forsook God would 
be punished and that disasters would 
sometimes be necessary to bring the 
nation to a realization of its condi­
tion. They sometimes justified a war 
In which many lives were sacrificed, 
whose purpose was the betterment of 
the race. But they often objected to 
the taking of life by the Lord for the 
same purpose. This was inconsistent. 
God might be justified if it became 
necessary to take many lives in or­
der that the world might be made bet­
ter and that many souls might be 
saved. God had always been opposed 
to evil in every form. Worldliness was 
flooding the churches. The theatres in 
Chicago were wide open on the Lord’s 
day. They were filled by crowds of 
so-called Christian people, 
я tons were so numerous on the Lord’s 
day that during the summer months 
many churches were almost empty. If 
God therefore should feel It 
to send some great disaster on the 
people who were thus forsaking Him 
in order to bring the nation to its 
senses and a realization of its duty, he 
felt that they could not justly blame 
the Heavenly Father for such a mani- , 
festation of His disapproval of evil.
