Dr. McLeod Says the Church Union 

Movement Looks Very Bright— 

Denomination Will Then be 

Very Large.

FREDERICTON, Dec. 7,-The Rev. 
Dr. McLeod in an interview with your 
correspondent today said that the Bap­
tist union movement was progressing 
most favorably. Speaking on behalf of 
his own denomination, the Free Bap­
tists, ninety-three churches had thus 
far reported, and all of these had 
pressed a strong opinion in favor of 
union, in fact nearly every church 
unanimous on the subject. There are 
altogether 145 churches to hear from, 
but Mr. McLeod said that he would not 
probably hear from more than thirty- 
five or forty others, as in such cases 
there are generally a few which fail to 
report. From what he could learn he 
felt quite confident in saying that those 
not yet heard from would be as strong­
ly in support of the movement as those 
which have already sent in. their 
statements. By the end of the year he 
expected to have the list completed. Dr. 
McLeod further said that the 
Baptist denomination was receiving 
Just as strong support in favor of 
union as his own, and he regarded the 
amalgamation of the two denomina­
tions as an assured fact, which would 
probably be consummated early in the 
new year.

When the bodies are united the Bap­
tists will be the largest Protestant de­
nomination in the province, the Epis­
copalians coming second, the Presby­
terians third and the Methodists fourth.

PARIS, Dec. 7. — The senate today 
discussed the Anglo-French colonial 
treaty and several of the orators criti­
cised the abandonment of the French 
shore of Newfoundland. Foreign Min­
ister Delcasae.in 
foundland was a mere incident of the 
treaty, which should be viewed from 
the broad,
France desired not only to enjoy the 
benefits of the Russian alliance, but 
also to strengthen her relatione with : 
the other powers of Europe with the 
end of securing the maintenance of 
the present equilibrium. The colonial 
possessions of France and Great Brit­
ain touched at many points and he de­
sired to adjust, so as to avoid the pos­
sibility of à clash, the diverse colonial 
interests. This large work required 
concessions among which France re­
linquished Newfoundland and received 
compensation In Africa and elsewhere 
where French interests were more im­
portant than in Newfoundland.

The treaty was approved by a vote 
of 252 to 37. The Franco-Siam conven­
tion was ratified without division.
