GUILTY ON
SPEEDY TRIAL

IS SENTENCED TO TWO YEARS

He poin-
ted out to him that he had pleaded
guilty to a very serious offence for
which he could be sentenced to
fourteen years in the penitentiary,
but that as he was a young man uf
apparently good appearance and of
a respectable family and that he|
would still be a young man when he
completed the term of unpmonment
to which he was about to be senten-
ced he should make up his mind to,
profit by the experience which he
would obtain and determine to be-
come an honest and usefu] member
of society thereafter, and to earn
his iiving in an upright manner. He
aso said he was taking into consi-
deration the fact ¢hat of the four
who were implicated in the crime,
he would be the only one to be pu-
nished by the Canadian Courts as
the two Cyr boys, had escaped into
the United States and also that it
was apparent.from the evidence be-
fore him, that he had not been the
ringleader of the group.
