This is the last of the six petitions
contained in the prayer which our
Lord has taught us. In an endeavor
to understand it, let us consider, first,

we certainly ought to seek and pray
for deliverance.

Second—The Motive for Offering
This Petition—Bring us not into temp.
tation, but deliver us from the evil.
What motive may we have for offer-
ing it? If the testing of our lives, as
James says, has a tendency to develop
us, why should we pray to be deliv-
ered from the testing? Paul says,
in First Corinthiang x: There hath
no temptation taken you, but such as
man can bear; but God is faithful, who
will not suffer you to be tempted above
that ye are able; but will with the
temptation also make a way of escane,
that ye may be able to endure it,” why
should we pray not to be brought into
temptation? Some of the testings wf
life are extremely difficult to endure.
It is natural for body and soul alike
to seek to escape them. By this pray-
er Jesus teaches ug that we have the
right to pray that if it be God's will,
we may escape these severe trials that
may come to us.
