The Paris correspondent of the Lon-
don Times writes that a bitter feeling

seems to be springing up between the
governments of France and Germany.
Prince Hohenlohe, the German ambassa-
dor, has recently taken occasion to dis-
avow for his Government an cquivocal
policy bent on sceking a pretext for quar-
rel, and to declare that, on the contrary,
that policy is frank and clear,

Late advices from Cape Coast Castle,
at hand to-day, say it was rumored there
that King Koffee of Ashantee had been
deposed and was succeeded by his ne-
phew. This change would have the
effect of uniting all the tribes on a friend-
ly footing and restoring them to their
former allegiance to the King of Ashan-
tee.
