The
English "Missionary Committee very
faithfully nurtures this arm of her
strength.

NoTiIcE bas already been made in this
hatvlligem:or of the *“ English Flower Mis-
sion” for the sick poor. and its rapid
spread in the chief cities of the United
Kingdom. The idea originated in this
country, but its developement in England
bas either been more rapid or has attract-
ed ‘more public attention than with us.
Among the English cities Hull bas be-
come pre-eminent for a thorough distri-
bution of flowers among the sick. In 1875
20,594 bunches of flowers, grasses xmd
fruit were disbursed in this ome city.
There is a central station where cmnfrlbu
tions are received ; “ village baskets” are
deposited at well- known pumts in subur-
ban villages for the convenience of con-
tributors. are didgpatched to the central
station, and duly retarned. Supply and
dist:ibution are thus arranged in a syste-
matic way, Flower missions have also
been established in Liverpool, Glasgow,
Edmbulgb Leeds and London;
