ished by a seutence of the Emperor Busib
the successor of Michat.  But the cunnirg
Pliotiys, whose ingenuity at fraud and
dissimulation could 0t easily be excelled,
was ablo to ngratiate himscll with the
Luperor ; sothat on the death of Ignatius,
he was veéalled, in the year 838, placed
upon the See of Constantinople, whero he
remained sccuzely during the lifetime of
Basil.
