Resolved, That it is expedient to provide that so much of the Act of the Parlia-

men t of Canada, passed in the Thirty-sixth year of Her Majesty's Reign, and intituled :
" An Act respecting Deck Loads," as would make it unlawful for any master of a
ship, at certain seasons, to carry live stock, on or above any part of the upper deck
of such ship, be repelied ; and that the words " any cargo of any description to any
"height exceeding three feet above deck," in the second Section of the said Act,
shall not include or aipply to live stock.

The said Resolution, being read a second time, was agreed to.

Ordered, That Mr. Smith ( Westnoreland) have leave to bring in a Bill to amend
the Law respecting Deck Loads.8

He accordingly j resented the said Bill to the House, and the same was received
and real the first time; and ordered to be read a second time To-morrow.
