The question of the diversion of water from the St. Lawrence water-
shed into that of the Mississippi by the Sanitary Distriet of Chicago is
still causing great concern in Canada, particularly in view of the bill or
the subject which has been introduced into Congress, and my Ministers
desire that the Government of the United States be informed of their
hope that no action will be taken either to confirm or permit the exten-
sion of the claims of the Sanitary District to continue any diversion and
thus adversely affect important interests in the navigation of the Great
Lakes and the St. Lawrence River and the development of power, actual
or prospective, upon the river or upon inter-lake connecting waters.

The position of the Government of Canada in opposition to and in
protest against the injurious effects of this diversion has been consist-
ently maintained, and is still held, and my Ministers venture to suggest
that it would be unfortunate if, now that the development of the St.
Lawrence waterway for navigation and power purposes is under con-
sideration, any action should be taken which might adversely affect the
possibility of such development. They sincerely trust that this view will
commend itself to the Government of the United States.
