3rd Army troops have driven the enemy from ten forts 
in the old Maginot Line an additional Maginot Line 
strcngpoint has been outflanked. Gains up to four and 
a half miles on a thirty mile front were made in this 
area.

The town of WEI8WBILER has 
been captured.
The American 9th Army has fought its way into the town of 
KOSLAR two miles from the villiage of JOBLICH.

enemy pocket west of the MEUSE has been liquidated.

Soviet Mountain Troops have penetrated a sixty mile German 
defence line in EASTERN CZECHOSLOVAKIA for a gain of twelve 
miles. Two key towns were captured in this operation.
British troops of the 8th Army have pushed out their 
bridgehead over the MARZENA RIVER with infantry and tanks 
and at present are three miles southwest of PAENZA.
