My appointments at Danville, Waterville and one or
two other places were cancelled at the request of ministers or
people.

My best thanks are tendered to my several hosts and hostesses
of whose kindness I retain a lively sense.

On May 19th, I returned home, and so ended my tour of visita-
tion for 1873, which I cannot regard as very satisfactory or
encouraging, so far as the immediate and tangible results are con-
cerned.
