Material
temples app.g00d and necessary, but the
priest r each mission means the
living cburch of God with its divine
wotship &nd the preaching of the Gospel
and the graces of the sacraments
beought within the easy reach of its peo-
ple. In those districts in which the
priests appears but at distant intervals
to offer up the holy sacrifice and to ad-
minister sacraments, religion Janguishes
and sooner or later must die out, Ifthe
faith is to be kept alive and operative
new oontees must be created for priestly
seal and sotivity, The Holy Mass should
be celebtated and the Word of God
preached on every Bunday in each
church; ohildren should be catechised,
and the faithful should be stined up into
religious fervor and zeal, In this way,
and in this way only, can the church
hold her own in this country against the
strong hostile influences that are working
sgainst her divine mission, But the
cburch should not be content with
merely holding her own, for she has a
mission to those also who are not of the
household of the faith. Those other
sheap of Christ shonld be brought within
the one fold and under the care of the
one Shepherd, There are multi.
tudes in our midst that are crav-
ing and hungering for divine truth,
They are restless, uneasy and unhappy,
feeling and groping in their darkness
after that cburch which Christ has
established on earth for man’s salvation.
If the claims of the Catholic church and
her title deeds as the Church of Christ
are brought clearly home to the minds
of these people by the ministry of zsal.
ous and learned priests and by the pro-
pagation of good books, there is every
reason to hope that large numbers of
them would be converted to that true
faith without which it is impossible to
please God, May the divine Head of
the church bless and prosper her holy
mission in this free and happy land, and
may He increase and multiply her priests
for the promotion of His glory and the
salvation of His people.

ASSISTED IMMIGRATION.

“Your early attention will be called to
proposals for the reform of legal procedure
which seem necesary to secure the prompt
and efficient administration of the crim
inal law. Since I last addressed you
commissioners dirccted to inquire into
certain eubjects of great importance to the
national welfare of Ircland have been
actively prosecuting their labours.

THE MINORITY IN MONTREAL,

The English speaking minority of
Montreal consists of about 65,000 souls
out of a total of 170,000, The minority
may again be subdivided into 35,000 Pro-
testants and 30,000 Catholics, mainly of
Insh origin, There are, it is true, a few
French Protestants, but the French
population may, for all that, be put
down as solidly and unanimously Catho-
lio, for the few French who have been
Protestantised are also of aecessity
Avglicistd, In old times, before the
French populstion became so very
numerous as it has been for the last
twently years—before either French or
Irish Oatholics had aequired sooigl
‘standing or commerocial importance—the
Protestant Eoglish-speaking minority
enjoyed a monopoly of Montreal’s civic
honors, parlismentary and municipal,
This minority seemed to have built a
veritable Chinese wall about itself, so
that neither Irishman nor Frenchman
dared enter the sacred precinots. In
1851, for instance, Messrs, Badgely and
Young, both Protestants, were elected to
represent Montreal in the Canadian
Provincial Assembly, In 1854 four out

Montreal’s three seats were Protestant
gentlemen, and the vote stood as fol-
lows: Dorion 1,975, Holton, 1,571,
Young 1,551, Beaudry 1,149, Badgely
1,096, Bristow 994, In 1858 there was
an improvement, and the Irish Catholics
succeeded in capturing & seat for Mr,
Thos. D'Arcy McGee, the vote standing :
Dorion 4 565, Rose 4,463, MoGee 4,402,
Starnes 4,337, Holton 4,289, Cartier
3,967, The success of Messrs. Dorion
and McGee alarmed the Protestant
minority, and in 1860 an act was passed
dividing the city into three electoral divi-
sions, securing the Protestant minority
one seat at least against all comers,
Mr, McGee vignously opposed this
measure during its passage through the
Legislative Assembly, He said : “As to
Montreal,the Western section would have
5,000 voves,the east 3,800 and the centre
1,000, so that one centre vote would
be equal to four in the Eastand five in
the West, But this was not the worse
for the Central men, who were generally
wealthy and owned property in the
other sections, and might vote there
also, and thus one would bs equsl to 15
in the West atid 12 in the Bast.” *

154 Mgy Porion in'vain proposed another
division,giving the Esst 3,137, the centre
| Dyd4{h@infl‘ the' west 3,670 votes. His
motion' was defeated by 39 4063, and
the Bill passed. In 1872, when 8ir John
A. Macdonald brought in hi® redistribu-
tion bill, he proposed a new division for
Montreal, greatly enlarging the centre
and equalizing the voting power of each
of the three divisions. Mr. Thomas
Workman, who at the time sat for Centre
Montreal, vigorously protested against
the change. He presented a petition
signed by 151, he said, of the principal
merchants of the city, headed by Sir
Hugh and Andrew Allan, Placing the
petition upon the table he declared that
in point of the wealth, position and
standing of those who had signed it, no
such document had ever been laid before
the House, The discussion provoked
by Mr. Workman’s opposition to the
Bill is so interesting even at this
moment that we transcribe a portion of
it for our readers’ benefit, They will
from it learn that the Protestant min-
ority cannot, notwithstanding the liber-
ality and generosity extended to them
by the Catholic majority, be made have
taith or place trust in the latter, From the
rather imperfeot Parliamentary reports
of the time we take the following :

MR. WORKMAN—The Minister of
Militia, had stated that the proposed
division would practically make the
West Ward a Protestant Ward, He
denied that this would be the case, and
quoted the figures showing a majority of
over 5000 Catholics, and he challenged
the Minister of Militia 10 prove his state-
ment, Though the number of voters in
Montreal Centre wae small, it comprised

Central division 6000 were Pro-
testant and 13,000 Catholics, and while he
did not desire in any way to reflect on
the Catholics, he must in self defence
refer to_the matter, as at present the
Qentre Division was mainly Protestant,
Turning to the matter of property, the
Protestants poesessed property in the
proportion ot 19 to 17 as compared with
the Catholics, and therefore though they
were only one third in point of numbers
they had a right to a member, which they
could not have if overwhelmed by Catho-
lic votes as proposed in the present
measure, and he appealed {0 the mem-
bers of Ontario on behalt of that Protes.
