(Selected from the New Brunswicker,)
" Yrial of Professor Webster,
POR THE MURDER OF Da. PARKMAN.

The trial of Professor W ebeter commenced
at Bostoa on Tuesdsy 19th inst. The prison-
or was brought iato Courtat precisely fifteen
minates before nine o’clock, and was placed
. at the bar. He appeared very besltafal and

ohosrful. He surveyed the Couct-room wilh
s great degree of composure ,bowing and smi-
ling to differgot gontlemea whose gsze met
bls owa. .

At precisely five minutes past nine the
Court came in. Order was then restored and
the clerk proceeded to call the names of sixty
Jarers, who were summoned to attsad thie
irial, add from whom a jury of twelve was to
be drawn to try the case.

At ten minutes before ten o’clock, Jobn
H. Clifford, Esq. the Atiorney General,arcee
and moved that the sourt proceed to try the
caseof Johna W, Webster, the prisoner at
the bar, charged, by the grand jurors for the

oty of Suffolk with the murder of Dr.

rseege Packnian. .

The prisoner was then notified that in em-
paaeling the jury, he would bave a right to

ge peremptorily twenty of the jururs,
aad ss many mose as he could show goed
equse for.

The court then gave instructions to all
thoed whoe might be called upon to serve as
Jeress, that they would severally be sworn
and required to answer o such questions as
would satisfy the court that they bad forme:
Ro opision concerning the case under consid-
efation ; that po jury would be allowed to
it on the trial who might in any way be pre-
judiced for or sgainst the prisoner, or who

tertained such vpinions on the subject of
eapital punishment as might deter them fromn

iog a person guilty of a crime which is
punishable with death.

“I'be clerk then procecded to call the names
pf thejurors, and ufter a number had been

liesged and set aside on account of their
opinions, the (ullowing jury was empanaelled
t0 try the care :— .

Robert J. Byron, Foreman ; Thomas Bie-
rqts, John Borrowscale, James Crosby, John
E. Davenport, Albert Day, Joseph Fustis,
Daaiel T. Fuller, Benjamin H. Green, Ar-
nold Hayward, Frederick A. Headerson,Ste-
pbea A. Stackpole.

The jury was then requested to hearken to
‘the indictment found aguinst ths prisoner by
the Grand inquest of Mussachusetts for the
county of Sugolk,-’uring the reading of which
the prisoner was required to st«nd up and
bold up bis right henu, which position he re-
tgined with grewt frmrosa throughout the so-
lemn recitsl of thutlungand detailed docu-
ment.

‘T'o the indictment, the jury were informed
the prisoner at the bar had picaded Not Guai-
ty ; aod thatthey were there, upon their auth,
t0 try, the cnse and true deliverance make.

The Attoroey General, Mr. Cliffoed, at o
quarter bofore eleveu o’clock commenced his
opening on the par: of the Gevernmeur, as
follows :—
