The m nagement return the
number of visitors to the grounds
yesterday at 7,000 and the receipts
close on $2,000. During the long and
interesting programme of races the
enlarged grand stand was filled to its
utmost capacity. Throughout the day
the livestock exhibits, as well as the
industrial ones, were visited by large
pumbers of interested spectotors. The
Nat Reiss Carnival was extremely
well patronized, the popularity of this
excellently managed and attractive
mTdway becoming more and more pro-
nounced as‘the Fair proceeds.

No word of appreciation could be
too strong for :the. Regina citizens
Band which played untiringfly
throughout the day under the -able
conductorship of Mr. Laubach. The
band not merely discoursed very cred-
itable selections for the benefit of the
public, but also accompanied the dif-
ferent attractions of the Nat Reiss
Carnival given on the platform in
front of the grand stand. These cir-
cus turns were much appreciated by
the occupants of the stand. In the
evening many thousands witnesded
the splendid firework display repre-
senting the passage of an armoured
train to the relief of Mafeking and
other spectacles. In the city the dec-
orations adorning the front of the
Trading Co. Block and some of the
larger stores were much appreciated
by visitors coming into the city.
