The inapirera ol the movement in­
clude a number of prominent Cana- 
diana, who have banded themaelvea 
together as the Canadian Weat India 
League. The proposition baa not an 
•'et paased beyond the embryotic 
stage, but it la believed that the peo­
ple of tbe islands would generally 
welcome the change. If tbe proposed
