Prints of Leaves

ERY accurate and beautiful prints
V of leaves may be ebtained in the
following manner: First get &
sheet of fine writing paper and oil it
well with o¢live oil until the paper has
pretty well absorbed the oil. Hang the
paper in the air to dry until there are
no longer any globules of oil upon it.
Then move the oiled side of the paper
horizontally over the flame of a lamp
or candle until you have a smooth, black
gsurface. Now lay your leaf carefully
and smoothly on this blackened paper,
and laying another plece of paper over
{t, rub it carefully and firmly with your
finger for about half a minute. Next
talke the leaf and lay it on the page or
gheet of paper on which you want to get
your impression; cover it with blotting-
paper and apply gentle pressure as be-
fore. If you are careful you will be able
to obtaln several beautiful impressions
from the same leaf.
