FIRST TELEPHONE.

places upor his telephone knowledge and
ability.

Mr. Baker's connection with the de-

velopment of the telephone itself and
the telephone business is unique. After
he had completed the Dbuilding of the
original street railway in Hamilton (he
still has in his possession the first five-
cent piece dropped into the fare hox of
the first car), he took up the telephone,
then a brand new thing. On Oct. 18,
1877, he signed, together with Mr. C. D.
Cory, the first contract entered into
with Prof. Bell, the inventor, for the
first telephone line in Canada. That
line connected the houses of T. . Mew-
burn, Main street west: C. D. Cory,
Jackson street west, and Mr. Baker, Her-
kimer street, and when it was installed
three Professors Bell, Alexander Melville
Bell, Graham Bell and a nephew, also a
professor, came here to test it. They
were the first three phones on one line
—and it was a great achievement. Mr.
Baker and Mr. Thomas H. Wadland
made their own switchboard and appli-
ances, and crude they were. but filled an
important place in telephone develop-
ment.
In Nevember, 1878, one vear later, the
District Telegraph Company was organ-
ized, with Mr. Hugh C. Baker as presi-
dent; Mr. George Black as vice-presi-
dent, and Mr. Thomas H. Wadland as
manager. It started with 89 subseribers,
who had old lnnlnnm-.l call hoxes in their
places. The original %ist is still in Mr.
Baker's possession. Here fs a copy of
it, together with the instructions:

TWO MEN SHOT.

Depaty Sheriff Killed Serviog
Divorce Papers.

Marderer Killed Through a Closet
Deer.

Kansas City, Kan.,, Dec. 9.—The at-
tempt of Charles H. Lukens, a deputy
sheriff, to serve papers in a divoree suit
on Charles Galloway,
last night, led to the killing in a street
of Lukens, the mortal wounding of Gal-
loway and the serious shooting of Harry
Anderson, a detective.

Accompanied by William Drew, city
marshal of Rosedale, Kaneas, Lukens at-
tempted to serve the papers on Galloway
in the street. Galloway ran, and the
officers pursued him. TLukens shot at
the fleeing man and he returned the fire,
killing Lukens. Drew fired at Galloway,
but the latter escaped.

Sheriff Albert Becker. of Wyandotte
county, then organized an armed party.
Galloway was found barricaded in the
house of J. E. Creason, his business part-
ner, in Kansas City, Mo. When officers
forced an entrance to the house Gal-
loway shut himself in a closet, and, fir-
ing through the door, shot Detective An-
derson through the arm. The officers
fired through the door, and Galloway
fell. shot through the stomach. He
died in the hospital a few hours later.

‘Death to Americans,” is the order
issued to the army by President Zelaya.
Positive information was reoeived here
to-day that more than a month ago Zel-
aya issued instructiens to his military
commanders to shoot every American
caught fighting in the army of the revo-
hrtionists. Some of Zelya's military of-
ficers protested against this order, and
warned him that trouble with the United
States would result.

REDUCED RATE.

British Budget Bid Not Affect
Bank of England.

London, Dec. 9.—The Governors of. the
Baunk of England to-day reduced the

That the bank maintained the 5 per
cent. rate for some weeks against the
open market rate of 4 per cent. or lower
was attributed to a desire to ascertain
the full effect of the political erisis, but
no material change followed the throw-
ing out of the budget, so the directore
concluded that the reserve, which is
higher to-day than a vear ago, at which
time the rate was only 212 per cent,, is

Some idea of the rapidity with \\lm"
it has been speeding toward the eart
may be gathered from a comparison of
the Northampton observations with oth
er observations made in September aml
October. When it was first detected,
by photography by Professor Max Wolff,
nearly three months ago, it was scarcely
visible in any but the largest tvlc'mopo.
thogravhx- showing the approach of
the famous comet to the northern limits
of Orion were obtained at the Greenwiéh
Observatory with a 3.0 inch reflector on
September 9, but the cometary images
were 5o faint that they were not idenfi-
fied until after the receipts of the tele-
gram announcing the discovery by Pré-
fessor Wolfi at Heidelberg.

Several weeks elapsed hvforo it be-

came bright enough to be visible with a
twelve-inch telescope. Professor Newall
reported to the London Times that he
observed the comet visually with a twen-
ty-five-inch refractor on October 21, as
Professer Barnard at the Yerkes Obser-
vatory had done on October 17 and 21,
by the aid of the great forty-inch teje-
scope.
As then seen with this powerful in-
strument of Yerkes Observatory, Pro-
fessor Barnard found the comet not
fainter than the 133¢ magnitude, having
an indefinite brightness in the middle,
but showing no elongation. Tts comput-
ed distance from the earth in mid-Octo-
ber was two hundred and thirty million
miles, and its rate of motion exceeding
two million miles per day.

While its subsequent velocity may
have varied considerably, its approach
to the earth has heen constant and ex-
ceedingly rapid. And there can, there-
fore, be no doubt that as the winter ad-
vances it will become a notably bright
object of intense interest to all star

7eTs.

Although there has not been entire
agreement in the computations of the
comet’s orbit made by different astrono-
mers, the orbit computed by Mesars.
Cowell and Crommelin at Greenwich Ob-
servatory is probably a very near ap-

roximation to accuracy. Upon the
basis of the Greenwich orbit the Rev.
Father George M. Searle, supervisor of
the Paulist Fathers, of New York city,
has calculated it will make its nearest
approach to the earth on May 18, and
that it will then be only fourteen mil-
lion miles dl-hnt imm 1
