THE LARGEST RAILWAY BRIDGE IN THE 
WORLD.—The proposed bridge which is to 
carry the South Wales and great Western Di- 
rect Railway across the River Sovern, near to 
Chepstow, is, according to the design of Messrs 
Fowler and Fulton, the engineers, to be two 
miles and a quarter in length, and is to have 
sufficient headway to permit masts of ships of 
122 feet in height to pass under when the sur- 
face of the river is at the level of mean tide, so 
as in no way to impede the navigation. The 
principal opening, which is to cross the low 
water channel, is to be 600 feet span, being the 
total width of the Thames at Southwark-bridge 
or 150 feet wider than the span of the Menai- 
bridge. Messrs Fowler and Fulton estimate 
the probable cost of this bridge at £980,000, 
for which sum the eminent firm of Messrs. 
Cochrane, Grove, and Co., have undertaken to 
complete the work. The gradients upon this 
new route will be such as to make the line 
between London and the South Wales coal- 
fields better adapted to a large coaland mineral 
traffic than any other line of the same length 
in the kingdom. The shortening of distance 
securing the better gradients will practically 
diminish the journey between Milford Haven, 
the South Wales coalfields, and London, by 
about forty miles.

Never in our recollection has such a cata- 
logue of death and crime, under such circum- 
stances, been recorded within twenty-four 
hours, as this week has witnessed. It is long 
since the civilized world has been so c frighted 
from its propriety,” as by the announcement 
of the murder of President Lincoln. We do 
not exaggerate the feeling of England—when 
we use the term “awe-struck,” to describe the 
painfully intense agitation with which the te- 
legram of the American assassinations was 
received here. Whatever the individual opi- 
nions as to the war, these were all merged 
and forgotten in the atrocity of the act, and in 
the thought of what might be the probable ef- 
feet on the immediate position of both North 
and South, upon the Government, and upon 
the people. Of its probable future effect 
upon the relations of this country with the 
States there was less thought than might have 
been imagined, for whatever the opinion of the 
Government of England or the English peo- 
ple on the war, the prevailing and universal 
expression of all would be one of execration 
at the act, and of the perpetrators of this foul 
crime. Yet there was another feeling, and one 
in which every one sympathised—a question 
which was in the mouth of all—Is Johnson, 
the Vice- President—he who uttered that fu- 
rious speech, Plenus Bacchi—is he to be the 
legally constituted successor, and will he be 
allowed to become President? This was the 
fear uppermost in everyone’s mind, and was 
universally uttered, while not a few of our 
citizens expressed a probability, if not a hope, 
that General Grant, possessing the power the 
command of a great victorious army gave him 
—making him master of the situation—would 
at once assume the helm, at least until the 
first and natural feelings of anger, of excite- 
ment, of revenge, of instant retaliation had 
been subdued, and until the leading statesmen 
had rallied to the rescue of the country from 
possible tumult and confusion, and a stable 
Government had been satisfactorily formed 
out of the discordant elements which such 
acts might naturally be expected to rouse. 
It is to be hoped, on every account, that the 
capture of the assassins—for captured surely 
they might be—will, if taken alive, afford 
such necessary explanation as will satisfy I 
Europe, as well as the United States, as to the 
causes of this wholesale sacrifice, and leave 
no doubt out of which may arise complications 
to embitter the relations between North and 
South, or which shall place a Butler or a 
Johnson at the head of the Northern Execu- 
tive, or which shall involve Europe in any 
new difficulties. Every Southerner of char- 
acter will be anxious to free himself from any 
hand in such deeds, and to aid in furtherance 
of that punishment which justice and honor 
demand, while Europe will, with one feeling, 
denounce a deed which has in a moment 
plunged the Northern States, if not the South 
also, into so calamitous and so perilous a po- 
sition.

On the assembling of the House of Lords, 
Earl Russell said—I beg to give notice that on 
Monday next I shall move that an humble ad- 
dress to the Crown be presented expressive of 
sorrow and indignation at the assassination of 
the President of the United States, and pray- 
ing her Majesty to convey that expression of 
feeling to the Government of the United States. 
A similar statement was made in the House of 
Commons by Sir George Grey, and there is not 
a town in the kingdom that will not send 
across the Atlantic an address expressive of 
sympathy with Mrs. Lincoln and the American 

The death of the Czarewitch is of but com- 
parative little importance to the world, what- 
ever it may be to his family, and to the vast 
empire over which it would have been his des- 
tiny to have ruled had he lived. The amiable 
disposition he is said to have possessed, united 
with a mental power capable of maintaining 
the sole sway, progressing with the advancing 
spirit of free institutions, even under a despot- 
ism, might have had an influence on the eivili- 
zation of his people, and on the advancement 
in the arts of life, useful to the Empire, and 
important to the European family. But of his 
possession of those gifts there seems to have 
been too much room for doubt. The next heir, 
it is said, is not so gifted with intelligence and 
amiability of character, while he is also not 
strong in health. To the third son the feeling 
is said to turn as embodying the stronger cha- 
racter of his greater predecessors.

At last the murder of the present century is 
out. The dreadful crime which occurred on 
that June night in-1860, when a lovely boy of 
four—was cruelly taken from his peaceful cot, 
—foully murdered, naturally aroused the in- 
dignation of every English family. We, who 
have boasted of our homes as our castles, were 
only the more aghast at the horribleness of the 
above crime. Who was the perpetrator? 
This was the chief topic of discourse in home 
circles, in railway carriages, hotels, everywhere 
where people congregated together, during the 
remainder of 1860. As is usual when a great 
mystery remains unexplained, the theories 
proffered were both various and extreme.— 
Somebody had done the deed, and the public, 
in lieu of an actual murderer, satisfied itself 
with an hypothetical criminal. The father of 
the child bore the greatest amount of suspicion ; 
next it fastened upon Miss Constance Kent; 
to be next attached to the child’s nurse. After 
ascillating for some time between those per- 
sons, it seems to have settled down upon the 
father. Everything he subsequently did was 
supposed to criminate him. Now, however. 
Miss Kent, a young lady of only twenty-one, 
and who was, at the time of the murder, a 
girl of sixteen at home for the holidays—has 
voluntarily, and without any influence being 
brought to bear upon her, confessed herself the 
murderess of her infant brother. No wonder 
that the dominant feeling of indignation should 
again be aroused. This time, however, the 
feeling is toned by curiosity. Why did Miss 
Constance Kent murder her brother ? is the 
question which rises as naturally as the in- 
quiry five years ago as to who did the deed.— 
Both the murder and the murderess form a 
psychological study which eclipses in its in- 
terest even the sensational plots of Wilkie Col- 
lins’ stories.

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The Paris correspondent of the London Star, 
who has recently inspected Clarenton, the 
great hospital for the insane of both sexes in 
France, says : — al

Madness is greatly on the increase in France, 
the number of lunatics, by the last census, 
amounting to 100,000. Paris, as it appears, 
has become the hotbed of madness, and it can- 
not be a matter of wonder if one takes into 
consideration the spirit of money-making, 
gambling, and speculation which pervades so- 
ciety. During my walk through the wards of 
the Asylum I saw six young men who had 
been driven mad in consequence of the im- 
mense losses they had sustained by their spe- 
culations at the Bourse; but the amount of in- 
dividuals whose madness can be traced to 
their worship of the golden calf is nothing in 
comparison with the numbers I saw whom bad 
conduct, dissipation, and the orgies of volup- 
tuousness have deprived of their reason. I 
saw children of thirteen, and even ten, whose 
intellects had been destroyed by plunging in 
the impure stream of licentiousness. I saw 
old men of good families who had abandoned 
their wives and homes to yield to their infa- 
mous penchants, reduced to the most degraded 
state of idiocy. A sadder sight, or one more 
calculated to make one feel how awful are the 
judgments of God, I never saw. But at Cla- 
renton there are not only victims of the dissi- 
pation and excesses of the body, but likewise 
of overworked brains and overstrained intel- 
lectual powers. I studied with amazement 
the awful results of reading bad books, and 
saw several men as well as women who had 
lost all control over themselves by having 
read the vile erotic novels of the day, others

November last, I promised Mr. Foster that I 
would give him some notice of our races in 
October last, but failed to do so from many 
causes over which I had no control.

He constantly runs about the yard 
with a pencil in his mouth, which he believes 
to be a bit. If one speaks to him, he neighs 
and begins to gallop. At night the keepers 
are obliged to tie him up, or he kicks all his 
clothes away.

A MELANCHOLY OCCURRENCE AT Sr. MAR- 
TINS.—Two boys named David M Cumber, 
aged 19, and George Capes, 16, while endea- 
vouring to take a boat from one creek to an- 
other, late in the afternoon of April 19th, were 
blown off. Strange to say, no effort was made 
to save them. It was a small leaky boat, with 
a small sail, and only one oar. -Both men and 
means were on hand to save their lives, the 
two packets were in the creek at the time, and 
the tide favorable. It Mr. Carson (the owner 
and Captain of one of the packets,) had been 
present, he would have gone after them. The 
managers of the other packet were present, but 
made no effort to go, neither gave any en- 
couragement to those who volunteered to go. 
It is clearly evident the boys could have been 
saved, if any reasonable effort had been put 
forth. But no human aid came to their rescue- 
What must they have thought, when they saw 
none come to their help in the hour of danger, 
as the dark night begin to close upon them. 
There is a fearful responsibility resting upon 
those who could have rendered help and would 
not do it. The golden Law of Christ teaches 
us, adwhat we would that others should do to 
us, do ye so to them.’ How would those men 
feel, if they had a son blown off in the bay, and 
men standing by, who could have saved them, 
and put forth no effort ? In one of the ship- 
yards at the creek, the men wanted to leave 
their work to render such assistance as they 
could $ when their Master told them, to attend 
to their work, and prevented them.

Honours Justices Parker and Richie, the mem- 
bers of the Bar, the St. George’s Society, the 
President and Directors of the Bank of New 
Brunswick and the St. John Building Society, 
and a large number of our most respected 
citizens formed the procession.

It has long been felt that, in New Brunswick,

ther Church at home. The present magazine is 
designed to supply this want.

In the present day there is abroad a great 
spirit of literary and scientific inquiry ; and 
the researches to which this spirit has led have 
been applied both to the dogmatic articles of 
the Christian faith and to the Holy Scriptures. 
As these matters are frequently misunderstood 
and sometimes misrepresented, it will be one 
object of this publication to place subjects of 
inquiry and thought before its readers in a 
reverent and religious spirit.

It will also be the endeavour of this maga- 
zine to notice Biblical difficulties with a view 
to their solution ; to give clear statements of 
the great articles of the faith ; to put forward 
explanations of the ordinary services of the 
Church, of the liturgy, and of the ritual ; to 
promote a due regard to the solmn celebration 
of divine worship ; to help the improvement of 
Church music ; and to discuss matters affecting 
the diocese at large, such, for example, as en. 
dowment : in short, by every lawful means to 
assist in presenting the system of the Church 
in an intelligible aspect, that those who be- 
long to our communion may be fully able to 
realize its beauty.

The principles upon which this task will be 
attempted are those of earnest and loyal at- 
tachment to the Church of England. No nar- 
row party views will appear in this publica- 
tion; but its tone, it is hoped, will be that 
which pervades the whole authoritative teaching 
of the Church. Less than this would not 
suffice : more is unnecessary.

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ALIP FAMINE IN RUSSIA.—In addition to the fear- 
ful plague which has latterly raged in certain 
portions of the Russian empire, famine prevails 
at Samara, on the Volga, one of the richest 
countries of the empire. The official Gazette 
of the district announces that the condition of 
the population becomes more afflicting from 
day to day, and especially in the Buselak and 
Nickolajew districts. The barns are empty, 
and the cottages of the peasantry are roofless, 
as the straw has been used as forage for cattle 
where any yet remain. According to other re- 
ports, the want of forage has become so great 
in consequence of the bad harvest of last year 
that a load of straw is sold in some places for 
more than 30s., a price hitherto unheard of.— 
At the commencement of the winter many pea- 
sants killed their horses to prevent them dying 
of hunger. A traveller relates that while pass- 
ing through several villages where the inhabi- 
tants were considered to be well to do, it was 
impossible to procure a glass of milk.

The absolute master of many millions, the 
lordly Czar of Russia, has been called upon to 
point the old moral, at which we need only 
hint. He has been summoned to Nice, to at- 
tend the sick bed of his eldest son and heir, 
prostrated by a dangerous malady. Passing 
through the outskirts of Paris, he had a ten 
minutes’ interview with his Imperial French 
brother, to which, however, even the gossips 
have not essayed to attach importance.

She measures 8,000 tons, and has 1350 horse 
power. An average of 1000 men have been em- 
ployed three years in building her.
