CONGESTION OF THE LIVER.

The following paperon “Congestion of |

the Liver in Horses, Cattle and - Sheep”
was resently read before the students ci&a
Ontario Veterinary College by Mr, R.'M,
Mason, of Mono Mills, Ons, A

The horse is less suscaptible to disease of
the liver than any other domesticated animal,
The reason why 18 perhaps not very well ua-
derstood. It maybe due to mmplicity in living
or climatio influsnces, s diseases of shis gland
sre more prevalent in hot elimates, I think
the disease the organ is most sabjevt tois
congestign, Upder this head three forms
sre ingluded (1) Passive congestion of the
hepatic sad portal veins, arising from any-
thing that interferes wath the girculation of
the blood, such as disease of vhe beart. In
bears disease there 1o stagnation of the bleod
ia the vena cava and hepatic veins, and in
time this is propagated to the portal vein and
the organ from which it takes its origin, The
liver then becomes distended with blood, and
the congestion extends 8o all tshe veins of th®
dig=stive pystem. In the same way copeoli-
dation of the lungs by arresting gireulation
of the blood causes congestion of the liver
and emteric veins, and is one cause of diarh-
heea, which often accompanies the disease.
The second form of congestion is sermed
active, in which $he arterial capillaries are
mostly involved, This form is induced by
feeding on food of 3 stimulsting nature,
given inlargs quantities, particularly in bot
weather or when fhe apimal is not receiving
wifichol = gporsise,  The  thivd . form
of congestion is thay due o engorgement with
biliary sécretion srising from obstruction of
the dagt. This may be caused by inflamma-
tion of the mucous membrane, or by parasites
obstrueting the duct, and is seen associated
with influenza,

Symptoms :—~The symptoms are ot very
pisin, and oftea difficulty is experienced n
disgnosing this lesibn, and as is often
proved by posi-mortem appearances the gland
may become diseased and the attack got rid
of withous any manifsstation of symptons da-
ring life, I the congestion be in connection
wisth the blood vessels the animal may show
some oi the following symptoms to a greater
or less degree ; dulness, abdominal pain, dis-
ordered bowels, and costiveness and diarrhces
alternaiely. The animal will tarn the head
to the right side, the urine-will be of a high
brownish oolour, fmees clay coloured and
fatid, showing that the biliary sécretion is
impaired, resuiting in a yeliowniss of the
visible mucous membrapes. In the meantime
the pulse will become qliick and weak. The
animal will suffer a good deal of pain but will
generally maintain the standing posture,

1f the congestion be in connection with the
biliary ducts the symptoms will be yeilow-
ness of the mucous membranes, with an un-
natural appearance of the excdretions and the
symptoms ,of ‘the epizootie, from which the
animai suffers,

1i the disease be produced by giving an ex-
cess of nutritious diet the Bblood vessels first
become involved, the diseas: afterwards ex-
tending to the surrounding tissues,

The treatment in such a case would be to
sdminister a purgative of aloes. The dose
may vary from six to eight, or even ten
drachms, docording to she size and constitu-
tion of the animal.

A moderate abstraction of blood will also
be atiended with bepefit. The amounnt to
be taken may be determined by the nature of
the puise. Salphate of soda or sulphate of
magnesia may then be given in ounce doses,
two or three times a day and may be coaveni-
ently given in the animal’s drinking water.
A few tonics of gentian may now be given,
and $o guard against & redurrence the diet
