After the usual business of the 
society was concluded a lengthy discussion 
took place regarding the possible purchase 
of our seeds, superphosphates, machinery 
and flour at a much reduced rate. W. S. 
Tompkins took an active part in the discus­
sion, elucidating the idea that in blending 
our interests as purchasers we would be 
enabled to buy in larger quantities and at a 
large discount. F. R. Brooks and B. Akerley 
took part in discussing the subject and Mr. 
Tompkins was appointed general agent for 
the society to negotiate for the purchase of 
seeds, etc.

The society will hold their exhibition on 
the first Wednesday in October.

The Southampton Equitable Dairy Associ­
ation convened in the hall at Campbell Set­
tlement,Saturday evening, July 7th and not­
withstanding the rain a large and intelligent 
crowd of farmere met to discuss the profits 
derived from co-operative dairying. This 
association has but recently started yet the 
membership has already exceeded the most 
sanguine hopes of its promoters.

The years 
only confirm my high estimate of your edu­
cational system, one which is sending out a 
superior class of young people, and wherev­
er I' have visited, the farmers have always 
been among your most intelligent citizens, 
though not always walking according to 
their best knowledge and light. Town and 
city insure ease and polish, but for sturdy 
intelligence, the farmers do not lack.

How Dufferin, Lome Lans- 
downe and Stanley

Were Welcomed to Fredericton.

The topic uppermost in the minds of 
Frederictomans at the present time, is the 
approaching visit of the Governor General 
and Lady Aberdeen, and the manner in 
which they shall be received, and this sug­
gests and recalls the visits and reception of 
former Governors General. The Herald 
has taken some trouble to look into the 
incidents of the past in this connexion, and 
is able to lay before its readers to day, a 
succinct and correct account of each of the 
vice-regal visits with which Fredericton has 
been honored. Dufferin, Lome, Lansdowne 
and Stanley have been welcomed to this 
city, and on all these occasions the citizens 
extended a hearty an<| loyal reception to 
the distinguished visitors. The arrival of 
the Marquis of Lome with his royal wife, of 
course, was made the occasion of the big­
gest welcome, but the other gentlemen had 
no reason to complain of the manner in 
which they were treated in the Celestial 
city. The present Governor General and 
his distinguished lady, who will arrive here 
on August 15th, will be none the less 
hearty welcomed, not only on account of 
the elevated position they occupy in Can­
ada, but also because of their brilliant past.

Dufferin’» Visit.
Lord Dufferin :.wa» tire • first Governor; 

General of Canada to officially visit Freder-, 
icton, and accompanied by Lady Dufferin 
and his staff, he arrived here from St. John 
August 23rd, 1873—nearly twenty-one 
years ago. The party came up the river in 
the David Weston, and when near this city,. 
were met by the reception committees and 
a large number of the populace on steamers 
gay with bunting. A guard of honor and 
an artillery salute greeted the distinguished 
visitors "as they stepped on shore, and 
among those who were at the wharf to re­
ceive them were Governor L. A. Wilmot, 
Mayor Gregory, Sheriff Temple, Colonel 
Saunders, Major Otty and Major Inches. 
The Governor General and his lady were 
escorted to Government House by a long 
procession of dignitaries, through crowds of 
cheering multitudes, and after dinner, four 
thousand people were present at the Exhi­
bition building to witness the

Presentation of the Civic Address
to His Excellency. The same evening the 
firemen had a torchlight procession, con­
ducting Lord Dufferin and his party through 
the principal streets, and past brilliantly 
illuminated residences and public build 
ings.

On the morning of the 25th their Excel­
lencies accepted an invitation to take a run 
over the narrow gauge — New Brunswick 
railway — then in course of construction 
from Gibson tv Edmundston, and accom­
panied by many leading citizens, they went 
to the end of the track, some thirty miles 
up river. Returning, the party picnicked at 
Keswick,where in a bower of fir and spruce, 
an excellent luncheon had been prepared. 
A number of speeches were made, the 
principal one by the Governor General, 
who responded to his health in a very 
happy manner. Other1 speeches included 
the eloquent Governor Wilmot and General 
Warner, United States Consul at St. John. 
That evening Mrs. Wilmot held an at home 
at Government House in honor of her dis­
tinguished guests, an official dinner, 
however, preceding it. During their stay 
here their Excellencies visited Marysville 
and were received by Alex. Gibson and his 
family, and on the 26th they left by car­
riages for Woodstock, their visit here having 
been a round of loyal demonstrations, 
which did infinite credit to the citizens of 
Fredericton.

Governor General and Princess.
The announcement in the spring of 1879 

that the Marquis of Lome,Governor General 
of Canada and his royal spouse Princess 
Louise, would visit Fredericton during the 
summer, aroused the loyal citizens to a 
high pitch of excitement, and on July 25th, 
the first public meeting of citizens was held 
to prepare for the reception. Mayor Greg­
ory presided, and A. F. Street acted as 
secretary. Among the speakers were Chief 
Justice Allen, Judge Wetmore, Attorney 
General Fraser, A. G. Blair, M. P. P., A. A. 
Sterling and E. L. Wetmore. The Mayor 
said there were no funds in the city treasury 
for the celebration, and a large and influ­
ential committee was appointed to raise the 
wind. It was also resolved to thoroughly 
clean the streets, and at subsequent meet­
ing? sub-committees were struck to decorate 
Sherman’s wharf, the proposed landing 
plaoe, and the exhibition building for the 
presentation of the municipal addresses. 
The erection of an arch was spoken of but 
that was abandoned. However, quite a 
large sum of money was raised by subscrip­
tion, and Frederiction was in gay attire 
when Lord Lome and the Princess arrived. 
The number of people who visited the city 
on this occasion was never surpassed except 
during the Prince of Wales’ visit in 1860.

The vice royal party came from St. John 
on the David Weston on Saturday, Aug. 
9th, arriving shortly after 4 p. m. The 
Fawn accompanied the Weston and they 
were met at Lincoln by the Florenceville 
and Boulanges laden with ladies and 
children from Fredericton. The Agricultur­
ist, in its

Description of the Arrival
said that “a prettier sight was never wit­
nessed on the river than when the Weston 
beflagged from bow to stern, with the 
Soulauges and Florenceville and their en­
thusiastic freights on either side, and the 
Fawn in the rear, steamed up the noble St. 
John.” In the meantime a great crowd of 
people had gathered on the “ Flats” wait­
ing fo^the signal that the flotilla was
the 71st Bfv ‘. head^H^Jlirni^fook up^Ls 

position on Sherman’s wharf, and as the 
steamer came around the bend through the 
short ferry, and past Morrison's mills, a 
salute of twenty-one guns was fired under 
the direction of Capt. A. G. Beckwith. As 
the vice royal party landed all the bells of 
the city pealed forth a welcome, the band 
struck up the National Anthem and two 
pipers played “ The Campbells are coming.” 
The visitors were received by the Mayor, 
the Sheriff and other members of the citi­
zens' committee and escorted to barouches 
in waiting. Then Chief Marshal Harry 
Beckwith mounted on a prancing steed, 
formed the line of procession to. escort the 
distinguished guests to Government House. 
First came the band, then the Mayor and 
Aldermen, the Governor General and Prin­
cess, D. A. G. Maunsel and staff, the Execu­
tive Council, the Metropolitan, Judges of 
the Supreme court, Senators and M. P’s., 
members of the Legislature, the Sheriff, 
Warden, and Municipal Council, the Presi­
dent and faculty of the University, and 
citizens generally, the whole forming one of

The Most Striking Processions
ever seen in Fredericton.

At Government House where Lord Lome 
and the Princess were guests during their 
stay, Gov. Chandler welcomed them, and 
the procession returned to the city. That 
evening the Governor gave a dinner party 
in honor of his guests, and those present 
included the Chief Justice, the Metropolitan, 
Judge Wetmore, Hon. J. J. Fraser, the then 
Premier, and other members of the Local 
Government, Speaker Stevenson, Mayor 
Gregory, Warden McBean and Col. Maun­
sell. The city was brilliantly illuminated 
during the evening, fire works were set off 
from Officers’ Square and a band concert 
followed.

On Sunday the vice regal parly attended 
morning service at the Cathedral and heard 
a sermon from the Metropolitan, and the 
remainder of the day they spent quietly on
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the beautiful grounds in rear of Govern­
ment House.

On Monday the visitors were welcomed 
at the Normal school by members of the 
Government, Chief Supt. Rand and Princi­
pal Crocket. The Marquis made a speech to 

, the students-and the Princess was presented 
With a bouquet. The University was also 
visited, President Jack doing the honors. 
In the afternoon the Exhibition building 
was packed to the doors, as His Excellency 
and the Princess entered the place to

Receive the Municipal Addressee.
The school children thronged the galleries 
and sang the National anthem as the party 
preceded by a piper and escorted by the 
Mayor and Sheriff, wended their way to the 
dais. The enthusiasm at this point was 
most intense. After the Mayor had con­
cluded reading the civic address, the Prin­
cess was presented with a bouquet by three 
pretty little girls — Agnes-Sterling, May 
Blair and Agnes Neill. Warden McBean 
and Secretary Treasurer Rainsford then 
stepped to the front and the former read the 
Municipal Council address, and next fol­
lowed the presentation of the Aldermen 
and Councillors.

A second- dinner party at Government 
House was given Monday evening at which 
nearly all the members of the -House of 
Assembly and Legislative Council were 
present, including A. G. Bair, F. P. Thomp­
son and Geo. J. Colter, M.P.P.’s tor York, 
and their wives, Hon. D. Hanington, Hon. 
John A. Bêckwith, also Judge and Mrs. 
Fisher, Judge and Mrs. Palmer, Judge 
Weldon and Col. Marsh. A drawing room 
followed at 9 o’clock, and some hundreds of 
citizens were presented to their Excellencies. 
While the latter function was in progress 
the monster firemens’ procession with gaily 
decorated engines and hose carts, and 
marshalled by Geo. Hatt, Wesley Van wart, 
F. B. Edgecombe, Geo. Y. Dibblee and D. 
J. Stockford arrived on the grounds. Aid. 
Moore, Chairman of the Fire Committee, 
occupied a barouche, and the whole affair 
was under the direction of Chief Engineer 
Lipsett. The procession after making a 
detour of the grounds were drawn up in 
front of the balcony, and from this point 
the Governor General and Princess wit­
nessed the splendid display. Fire rockets 
were set off and the firemen sent up hearty 
cheers for the representatives of loyalty, 
l^ ssme evqrung the ,city.7was, -again bril­
liantly illuminated.

Lord Lome and the Princess left Tuesday 
morning by boat for St. John and were 
given a hearty send off at the wharf, the 
entire reception reflecting the greatest 
credit on the citizens of Fredericton.

The Lansdowne» Welcomed.
Although Lord and Lady Lansdowne 

came to Fredericton only semi officially, 
they were no less warmly welcomed. They 
arrived here by their own special train from 
St. John shortly after 4 p.m. on Wednesday, 
October 22nd, 1884, accompanied by Gover­
nor R. D. Wilmot and Col. Maunsell. At 
Fredericton Junction the train was boarded 
by Hon. A. G. Blair and other members of 
the local Government, Mayor Fenety and 
others. At the depot an immense con­
course of people watched the arrival of the 
party, and a guard of honor from the R. R. 
C. I. was oil hand. The visitors were 
driven directly to Government House, and 
that evening were dined, the company in­
vited to meet them including the members 
of the Government, Major Gordon and 
Major Street, A.D.C’s, the Chief Justice and 
Judges Fraser, King and Wetmore of the 
Supreme Court, E. L. Wetmore, M. P. P., 
Hon. A. F. Randolph, Dr. Jack and Mayor 
Fenety. A public reception followed the 
dinner. The following day, at 11.30 a. m., 
the Governor General drove to the Parlia­
ment buildings, where in the Assembly 
chamber, Mayor Fenety, surrounded by his 
council and a distinguished gathering of 
citizens, presented an address from the 
corporation. One paragraph of the address

left the same afternoon by train for St.

The Stanleys Arrive,
It was a beautiful Autumn day Saturday, 

Oct.4th, 1890, when the special train, bearing 
Lord and Lady Stanley rolled into the 
depot at the foot of Brunswick street, 
shortly after noon. Besides them on board 
were Governor Sir Leonard Tilley, and 
Lady Tilley, Hon. Mr. Mitchell. Hon. Mr. 
Twéédie, Mayor Lockhart, of St. John, Mrs. 
A. G! Blair, Mrs. D. McLellan and Mrs. 
James Holly. As the vice-royal party dis­
embarked, and the Cathedral bells pealed a 
welcome, Hon. Mr. Blair, Col. Maunsel, and 
the civic reception cgmmitte, composed of 
Meyqr T. C. Allen, Aids. Richey, Estey, 
Mgcnutt, Beckwith, McCready and the City 
Clerk, received the distinguished visitors 
and conducted them to barouches in wait­
ing. There was a large gathering of the 
populace as the procession

Moved np Queen Street.
The first stop was made at the Normal 
school where the party was received by 
Chief Supt. Crocket and Principal Mullin. 
Lord Stanley waspresen ted with an address 
read by Miss Femvick, of Apohaqui, and 
the students, led by file Principal, cheered 
and sang the National Anthem. From the 
Norijial school, the visitors went to the 
Victoria Hospital and then to the Univer­
sity. It happened to be public opening day 
at the latter institution, and the Governor 
General took part in the proceedings. Sir 
Leonard Tilley presided, President Harri­
son delivered an address of welcome, and 
His Excellency made a neat speech in re­
ply.

In the evening the parliament buildings 
were a blaze of illumination, and a big crowd 
had gathered on the grounds, when Lord 
and Lady Stanley arrived to receive the 
civic address, A guard of honor, in com­
mand -of Capt. Hemming, received them, 
and at the entrance they were met by 
Mayor Allen, Hon. Mr. Blair and the City 
Clerk, and escorted to the Assembly Cham­
ber. . Here surrounded by the leading peo­
ple of the city, Mayor Allen

Head'the Corporation Address,
and Miss Blair, daughter of the Attorney 
General, presented Lady Stanley with a 
iiouquet. An informal reception followed, 
and while this was in progress, the Freder­
icton and St. Marys firemen arrived on the 
grounds, and from the bank of the river 
a fine display of fireworks was set off under 
the direction of Chief Engineer Lipsett, 
Capt. Rutter and Sergt. Walker. This over, 
a torchlight procession was formed, D J. 
Stockford chief marshal, and their Excel­
lencies were escorted through crowded 
streets to their own cars at the York street 
depot, where they made their home during 
their stay here. At the depot the firemen 
formed in open order and were inspected by 
Lord Stanley, to whom was presented the 
Chief Engineer and Assistant Hatt. His 
Excellency expressed himself as delighted 
with tlie firemens’ appearance and display, 
and

They Sent up Hearty Cheers
in bidding him good night.

Sunday morning the visitors attended the 
Cathedral service with Sir Leonard and 
Lady Tilley, the Metropolitan preaching 
the sermon. In the afternoon they visited 
the Cathedral and were shown through it 
by the Metropolitan.

Monday morning they drove to Marys­
ville in company with Sir Leonard and 
Lady Tilley, Hon. Mr. Blair, Hon. Mr. 
Tweedie, Mr. Temple, M. 1*. and Mayor 
Allen, went through the cotton factory, the 
church, and met the proprietor. The day 
was rainy and disagreeable when 1’ » 
visitors departed for St. John on the 
Weston at 11 a. m.

Next come Lord and Lady Aberdeen, and 
it may be taken for granted that their wel­
come will be quite as hearty as that ex­
tended to their predecessors. With the 
exception of Lord Dufferin, the present 
Governor General is the brightest of the lot, 
and his wife is one of the most famous and 
popular ladies in the world,
