A TYROLESE PILGRIMAGE.

The Pilgrims
were disposed in different rooms of
that part of the Vatican which is
known as the Pontifical department,
and were admitted one by one to
the throne-room, where the Pope
was seated. A Tyrolese parish
priest, the Rev, Father Wurtele, and
the Marquis Pietramellara acted as
interpreters,

CONVERSIONS.

News has been received of some
conversions from Waldensianism.
Such conversions are frequent in
Italy. The Jews and the Walden-
sians are the only considerable dis-
senting religious bodies in Italy.
Conversions have always been made
in both bodies, and each Holy Sat-
urday at 8t John Lateran is the
fixed day for public baptisms of
this kind.
