MeMaullen, althvugh he said he had no
intevest in the liquor traffic, was made
the presiding officer.

The business of the conwention was
started by Wm. Kyle, of Toronto, read-
ing “ memorial The dvoument was
vigorous,and prepounded the ductrine of
compensatien for the abolition of vested
righta—that is that parliament should if
it passed a prohibitory law recoup the
men who have invested their meney in
meal estate Jepresenting theliquor traffic.
Then there were merorials from the
bankers, real estate and memetary irsti-
tations of Toronte, calling for a commis-
sion to investigate the whele matter.

Eugene O'Keefe presented this memor-

ial. All of the migners favored a commis-
sien of inquiry. Representing the trades
were the coopers’ union and the brewer's
employes. They leoked at it from a
bread and butter point of view and
naturally prayed that the government
weuld nut eountenance any econfiscation
of their means of subsistence.

J. 8. Fullerten, of Turento, was call-
ed upon to veice the opimion of the con-
vention. Mr. Fullerton made a very
creditable argument in faver of a com-
mission, and a protest against what he
called the speliation of property recog-
nized by law. Mr. Fullerton speke for
an hour,and was afterwards compliment-
ed by Sir John and the cenvention.

Of course the premier’s answer was

nou-committal. He said the cabinet
was not a unit en thesliguor question. An
mference of this remark is that Sir
Leonard Tilley and Mr. Catling are yet
opposing factions. Sir John assured the
cenvention tiat he voted for the Scott
Act as a measure of parliament, but
amd cheers he declared that if parlia-
ment passed a prohibitury law he would
vote fer cempensation.
