Borden -Quotes Taft.

Harriston, Ont., Aug. 20.—That the
people of Canada were called upon
witnh the approaching election te
decide between reciprocity with the
United States and reciprocity with
the British Empire was the message
of Mr. R. L. Borden, the Conserva-
tive leader, and Hon. I. B. Lucas,
M.P.P., to the audience of three or
four thousand people drawn from
the counties of Wellington, Huron,
Dufferin, Perth, Bruce and Grey,
which listened to’ them at the rink
here last night.

Mr. Borden pointed to
Taft’s {solemn warning that Canada
stood at the parting of the ways,
leading on the one hand to reciprocal
trade with his country, and on the
other to membership in an Imperial
band stretching from England aroun#
the world to England again by a sys-
tem of preferential tariffs.

Mr. Lucas, in the course of his ad-
dress, asserted .that the adoption of

President

_the reciprocity agreement with the

United States wouid be fatal to the
policy of the preferential trade with-
in the British Dominions, the hope
of great Canadians and of Empire
builders beyond the seas.

Wider Markets Mean Nothing,

CONGRATULATED

King George Sends Message
to Chancellor of the
Exchequer.

London, Aug. 21—The strike in the
industrial werld in the United King-
dom gradually is abating. With: a
truce in effect on all the railways ex-
cept the London and Nortneastern,
the board of trade was occupied all to-
day in an endeavor to reach an amic-

able arrangement between the em-

ployees of this line and the managers
and also in trying tc settle the strike
of the south sea traders. ' It was an-
nounced that both of these controver-
sies are now in line for early adjust-
ment.

There is still much friction on some
of the railrcads over-the impatience oi
strikers returning 4o work wve accord-
ed full reinstatement to their old posi-
tions which in some cases nave been
given to men who remained loyal to
the companies. As a result there was
geveral instances of disorder today in
various parts of the Kingdom and de-
cisions by small bodies of men to re-
main on stgike., | 9

Work on the London docks was in
full swing today'fcr the first time 1L
three weeks but it will be some time
before the congestion of the port due
to the dock and transfer men’s strike
is relieved.

King George today telegraphed his
congratulations to Premier Asquith,
David Llcyd George, chancellor of the
exchequer, and Sydney Buxton, presi-
dent of the board of trade, on the set-
tlement of the railway strike. The
King’s message to Lloyd George said:

“I am very glad to hear that it was
largely due to your energy and skill
that the settlement was brought about.
I heartily ccngratulate you and feel
that the whole country will be most
grateful to you for averting a most
disastrous calamity. - It has caused
me the greatest possible anxiety.”

Representatives of the railway em-
ployees today complained that the
companies were not carrying out the
terms of the agreement under which
the strike was called off, referring par-
ticularly to clause two, providing for
the reinstatement withcut prejudice.
As a consequence a long conference
was ‘held at the board of trade and a
protest of the men investigated. At
its conclusion the announcement was
made that the difficulty had been set-
tled.

FIELD YIELD OF GRAIN

Morden, Aug. 18—Threshing started
here this morning on the farm of Mat-
thew Gibbs, just east of town. The
wheat will grade -in number one Nor-
thern and weights sixty-three pounds
to the . bushel.

BIG RAKWAY
STRISE ENDED

Men Employed on English
Railways Will Return
At Once to Work. *

London, Aug. 20-—A wave of relief
swept over the country dast night,
shortly after 11 c’clock when the
announcement was made from the
board of trade offices that the rafl-

'way strike had been settled and that

the men would return to work imme-

diately.

The cabinet had béen working night
and day since the strike was threaten-
ed to arrange a compromise between
the railway managers and their em-
ployees. Most of the credit of the ul-
timate settlement of their efforts ap-
pear to rest upon the shoulders of
Lloyd George, chancellor of the ex-
chequer, who 'in hiz statements to par-
liament and in an interview with the
managers and men worked for a con-
ciliation when all others of the inter-
ested parties seem=d to have given it
up. :
A\ joint committee of five men com-
posed of the two representatives of
the railway companies, two of the
men and a npn-partisan ehairman will
be appointel Tuesday to investigate
the workings of the Conciliation Act
of 1907 ,which the men claim is the
root of all their grievances. This de-
vice overcomes the men’s objection to
a royal commission, which they con-
tend, always has heen in practice a
synomyn for delay.

Advantaze to Men.

So far as the technical advantage
in the compromise goes, it appears to
be in the men’s favor, particularly
as the managers consent to meet
their ' representalives. The official
statement concerning the  agreement
says the managers consented to this
scheme in view of certain representa-
tions made by th¢ government, in-
cluding a promise of legislation to
permit of an increase in railway rates.

Messages were sent to 1,800
branches of the labor wunions last
night saying:

‘“The joint committee has settled
the strike. It is a victory for trades
unjonism. All men must return to
work immediately.” :

As a result of the settlement the
gsoldiers who had been scattered at
strategic railway points- about the
country will be withdrawn.

A Fata] Clash.

There is no doubt that yesterday’s
affray at Llanelly, Wales, in which
the troops fired on a mob, killing two
men and wounding two others, had
much influence in England on this
Sprike. This Liberalczavernment had
almost its existence at! stake, because
of the strike as it depends on the
working classes for power. The shoot-
ing of citizens by soldiers occurs less
in the United Kingdom than in any
other country and is probably repug-
nant to all classes.

The settlement of the strike made
little change over the conditions of
the railways. The men’s boast . that
they would tie up all the railroads in
the kingdom and the managers’ prom-
ise to-maintain a curtailed, but ade-
quate service, both fafled of realiza-
tion.

‘The men-estimated the numbers of
thelr fellows on strike yesterday at
200,000 a gain of 50,000 over Friday,
but the board of irade estimates gave
only 150,000, while the railway man-
agers held that to be an exaggeration.

Traffic with the south of England
was well maintained while . in the
north and in Wales it was greatly
crippled.

Although Premier Asquith did not
attend yesterday’s conference which
effected the settlement of the strike
it is believed that he brought pres-
sure to bear with the railway man-
agers in reaching the desired end.

The settlement of the strike was re-
ported at a comfer=nce between David
Lloyd George, the chancellor of the
exchequer and the executives of the
men’s societies. The 'labor
said yesterday that the men would
return to work at crce,

don yesterday from the country at the
conclusion of the conference.

London, Aug 20—The railway men
throughout the United  Xingdom dre
returning to work, and it is possible
within a few days to have the trains
great on the system of railways oper-
ating under normal condition.

No rioting as a result of the labor
trouble were reported today except at
Dublin, where the police and con-
stables ecame into collision with a mob
which was in sympathy with the strik-
ing newsboys who were endeavouring
to prevent the distribution of news-
papers. Numerous persons had their
heads cracked in the melee and several
shops ere looted,

Celebrate Their Victory.

The railway workers held meetings
throughout the country-today to cele-'
brate what they claimed to be a viec-
tory over the railway companies. with
the exception of 4,000 "men of the
North-eastern Railway Company, which
was not a party to the strike settle-
ment agreament. and 3,000 Mancheste:
men, all the stations passed resolu-
tions in favor of a resumption of the

The North FRastern Company’'s em-
nloyees demand a nine-hour day and
a two shilling wekly advance in wrges
with a minimum weekly wage of 22
shillings. about $5.50.

Men Return to Weork.

Although the services on the other
lines have not yet been completely re-
stored. the men in most cases present-
ed thmslvs for duty todav. and a start
wag made towards remedyving the dis-
location caused by the strike. Durine
the day some progress was made in
clearing the lines of freight trains, but
it will be some days wvet before normal
eonditions will be restored. TInfar-
tunately because of the hreak in the
teleeraph lines. the manifesto of the
strike leaders calling unon the men to
return to' work did not reach some
noints until’ this morning, and during
the night there wera disturbances at

numerous places. With the exception

Twelve Dead at Llanelly.

At Llanelly, the death list as a re-
sult of the disturbances of yesterday
and last night, but due chiefly to the
explosion in the freight shed which
the mob set on fire, reached twelve.
Three of this number were shot by the
troops yesterday morning. The police
say, the explosion in the freight shed
was caused by a box of cartridges
looted . from the troops train Dbeing
thrown into the fire. Many persons
were seriously injured by the explo-
sion and are being treated in the hos-
pitals. Eight thousand troops will
remain at Llanelly but today the town
is in its usual quietness. The officer
in command of the troops says that
roughs, and not strikers, were respon-
sible for the original rioting.

The military also remained on .duty
today at a few other points in the
ingdom but their services to put down
the disorder was not required. .
