Pattison vs. King and others.—

Bruce Fall Assizes.
THE OIL SPRINGS HOTEL CASE.

Queen vs. Elias Smith.—This case 
created a good deal of interest, owing to 
the position of some of the parties impli­
cated in it. The prisoner, Elias Smith, 
was charged with having instigated a 
man by the name of Fenton to burn a 
hotel at Oil Springs, belonging to J. P. 
Coulson, of Owen Sound Fenton, who 
set fire to the building, and who had con­
fessed to the crime, was first arrested in 
Oil Springs on the morning of the fire, on 
suspicion of being the party who had 
committed the crime. Evidence sufficient 
was not at the time forthcoming to con­
vict him, and he was discharged, 
time afterwards he was again arrested, 
taken to Sarnia, and finding the evidence 
accumulating against him, made a con­
fession, and charged Smith with having 
instigated him to commit the crime.— 
Fenton and Smith belong tx> Bruce, and 
resided lately about Southampton. The 
former for some time kept a hotel there. 
Michael Fenton was called as a witness, 
and said—I was working on the Arran 
road, near Stark’s corners, in Mr Busby’g 
employment, when the prisoner came to 
me ; lie came by stage ; got off stage, and 
told me he wanted to speak to me ; took 
me to a fence corner ; said he had a job 
for me to do ; I was owing Smith $25 
told him I would be happy to do it ; said 
it was not that ; said he had $50 for me ; 
wanted me to go to Oil Springs to burn 
down a building for Mr Coulson ; said it 
was not a job that I liked ; he said it was 
all right ; there was nobody living in it ; 
he spoke about me seeing him in South­
ampton that evening ; found him in his 
son-in-law’s ; got the money ; he said he 
would meet me at Goderich on my return 
from Oil Springs ; started next day from 
Southampton ; went and asked Mr Busby 
to get away for a day or two ; got Frank 
Smith to drive me to Goderich ; took the 
care to Sarnia, and stage from that to Oil 
Springs ; I think it was Tuesday evening 
that I went from Sarnia to Oil Springs ; 
stopped there at the Sheridan House : 
passed the hotel in the evening after my 
arrival at Oil Springs ; went back to it 
between twelve and one o’clock ; Smith 
told me that Coulson tola him that the 
best place to set fire to it was near the 
stables, I found it so, and set fire to it 
there; I was arrested on the following 
morning ; was not committed ; went to 
Sarnia and then home, ; I was arrested in 
two or three weeks afterwards ; was taken 
to Sarnia and brought before a magis­
trate ; I then told the truth about the 
matter ; paid some of the money I receiv­
ed from Smith to parties I owed about 
Southampton ; got one dollar from Mr 
Busby before starting. Prisoner's coun 
sel submitted there was not evidence suf­
ficient to connect Smith with the fire.— 
No motive has been shown on the part of 
Smith, and he asked his Iz>rdship to tell

the. jury that the evidence of an accom­
plice was not safe evidence to convict up­
on uncorroborated. His Lordship agreed 
to do this, and no witnesses were called 
for the defence. After the judge charged, 
the jury retired, and after a short absence 
returned with a verdict of “ Not Guilty." 
As Smith was leaving the box he was re- 
arrested on a charge of passing spurious 
money in the county of Halton. and lias 
been sent there to be tried.

Queen vs. Catherine McKenzie.— 
The prisoner, who lived in Kincardine 
Township, was charged with having 
given birth to a child about the latter end 
of June, and treating it in such a manner 
as to cause its death. One witness deposed 
to going along the road when he saw a 
lot of pigs in a field close by ; Simon 
McKenzie was coming down the road 
after him ; waited till he came up ; they 
went into the field and chased the pigs, 
and found the body of a child ; one of its 
arms was off and some of its toes. Mc­
Kenzie sent witness, sent the lx>y to fetch 
the neighbors, and sent to Kincardine for 
a doctor. The child was found in the 
field of the prisoner’s father. Dr. Secord 
made an examination of the child ; it 
appeared to be a mature child, not born 
more than fifty hours; I think it was 
bom.alive ; one\of the arms was torn off, 
Bome'of the toes eaten off left foot, and 
the body a little injured externally ; saw 
it about twelve hours after it was taken 
from the pigs ; cannot say how it came 
to its death ; prisoner could not be found 
at the inquest ; saw her about three 
weeks afterwards ; examined her, and 
thought from her appearance she had had 
a. child, though these appearances might 
Ire produced by other causes. The coun­
sel for prisoner submitted Hint no evidence 
had been adduced that ttio child vvashere 
or that she murdered it. The Judge 
took the same view, and told the jury 
that there was no evidence to criminate 
thé prisoner, so they found her not guilty, 
and tlie judge discharged her.
