The subject of the re-imposition of
newspaper postage occupied a good
deal of attention at the recent meet-
ing of the Canadian Press
tion, at Torgnto. Postmaster-General
Mulock, who addressed the

Apart from the urgent need of the
rectification by statute and administra-
tion of such outstanding abuses, the
Postmaster-General said that the ex-
pense of the free carriage of even the
legitimate newspapers had grown too
great to be continued. He instanced
‘the fact that for a recent Christmas
edition in a large city, a nqdcst had
oeen made for 1,800 sacks, in addition
These
cach held some four bushels of matter,

to the usual number. sacks
which represented as much as five box
cars loaded with grain. It was Stated
that Toronto alone took advantage of
the free postal facilities to the ex-
tent of 300 publications—many clearly
entitled to no such privilege. Mr. Mu-
lock stated that he would advocate no
change without due notice, while the
question of the rate per pound would
have to be reasonably considered. Mr.
Mulock appeared to approve of a zone
system, under which newspapers might
still be transmitted free within a cer-
tain moderate local radius. The Min-
ister suggested that it might be use-
ful were a committee of the associa-
tion appointed to confer with him from
time to time.

LONDON’S DANDY SOLDIERS.
The Government's propesal to in-
crease the mumber of battalions of the
guards and station pamrt of this force
at Gibraltar has caused a great out-
cry. It is declared that the step wvir-

| tained by decreasing their standard of

physique. The officers predict that the
guards will cease to be a crack corps
and that they will be reduced to the
level of a line wegiment.
