Discarding the latter as only a 
small part of this great, movement, we 
have the fact that commercial gain and 
not religion has been its prime impulse 
in the last five hundred years, and that 
since earliest history this race has refused 
to amalgamate with those of the 
tries which it overran, and has either 
exterminated them in whole or in part 
Or assumed sovereignty over them. The 
more we dwell upon this extremely in­
teresting theme the more evident does it 
appear that the record of our own nation 
is unique in this respect.

TIDINGS FROM ALASKA.

The report of the Alaeka-Mexican 
Mining Company for 1896 shows that the 
total receipts from ore during the year 
were $245,862; expenses, $184,212, leav­
ing a net balance of $61,820. Dividends 
of 8 per cent, were paid on the capital 
stock. The total amount of ore taken 
out and milled during the year was 101,- 
702 tons. The estimate oi ore in sigh t at 
the end of the year was 607,266 tons or 
five years’ supply ior the mill.

The Alaska Searchlight has a letter 
from Lake Bennett, under date of May 
26. The writer says that the ice is near­
ly all gone out of the lake and the par­
ties camped there will be able to start 
down the Yukon within three or four 
days. There are 100 boats and scows 
ready to leave and as many more in pro­
cess of construction. Some ot the scows 
are quit* large.

Edward B. Willis, of the Sacramento 
Record-Union, speaking to the Ore­
gonian of the visit of the California 
Press Association to this city, said :

Some unwritten law 
of their being keeps them within the 
region of perennial winter as closely as 
the coral insedts "are confined to tropical 
waters and the anemoàes and limpets of 
onr Northern seas are restricted to onr 
colder waters. Undoubtedly these 
Northern races have in long generations 
grown accustomed to their environment 
and there is no increase pf population 
clamoring for room to compel the estab­
lishment of colonies elsewhere. Never- lows? 
thelese if the desire to migrate is a uni-, 
versa! instinct m mankind, it would 
seem probable that we would find among 

• these Northern tribes traditions as to 
their former residence elsewhere, and 
somewhere in more southerly latitudee, 
representative» of this Arctic stock:

The migratory instinct, to call it by ", 
that name for want of a better one; is 
well marked ip other races besides the 
Anglo-Teutonic. The Latin races, as re-. 
presented by the Spanish and Portu­
guese, have been animated by it; but it 
has not been well-defined in the Italian 
branch. As a rule, the French have 
very little of it. The colonists who oc­
cupied New France, and frona whom our 
Frencb-Canadians are sprung. Were de­
scendants of the Norsemen, and first 
comnne in blood to their English neigh­
bors. They were venturesome and suc­
cessful in the occupation of foreign 
countries, and furnish in this respect a 
■very remarkable contrast to the best of 
the population of France, who as colon- 
lets have always been conspicuous fail­
ures. The Turks were migratory, but 
their migrations were in the nature of a 
great military raid, in which the army 
took with1 it the women, children 
and household belongings, ready 
to settle permanently anywhere that 
wither choice might influence, or neces­
sity compel.

migratory instincts, which has enabled 
them to dominate a very portion of 
Africa. The Scandinavians are an emi- 
grating race and make almost ideal col­
onists, but have not shown mnch fitness 
to be the pioneers of civilization.
