Board of Trade Requests Gov-
ernment to Suspend the
New Law.

Council Business of Quarter
Reviewed—Commercial
Museum.

At a quarterly general meeting yes-
terday afternoon the Britsih Columbia

ard of Trade unanimously adopted a
?e(;olution oftered by Mr. Herbert Cuth-
bert, which urges upon the government
the desirability of not putting in. force
the legislation of last session prohibiting
the employment of a miner in under-
ground workings for more than eight
hours in any day. This, with the elec-
tion of Messrs. A. B. Frazer, B. Go‘tdoq,
A. Brenchley, A. S, Robertson, F. W.
Vincent and R. W. Taskin to member-
ship in the board constituted the only
business of the meeting which was at-
tended by a meagre quorum qnly.

The securing of the requisite fifteen
members, indeed, exhausted the re-
sources of the active secretary and the
convenient telephone, and it was not
until a quarter to four when the meeting
-—convened for three o’clock—was duly
opened with the bare quorum of mem-
bers present. Introducing the business
of the day, the president brietly reviewed
the work of the council durlng thq pqst
quarter, treating of each subject in its
order as follows: "

“Purchase of Gold.—The special com-
mittee appointed at the previous quar-
terly general meeting waited upon the
provincial government to ascertain what
arrangements can be made for the pur-
chase of gold dust. The provincial gov-
ernment was unwilliug to guarantee their
assays and the purchase of gold dust by

ccnsult the best business interests every-
where. This necessity had led to the for-
mation of our international advisory board.
Membership on this board will bring your
board no obligations, but will enable you
to identify yourself with a movement de-
signed for the general good of business.
By acting in this advisory capacity you
will come into contact with the best com-
mereial organizations over the whole world.
You will have a connection In' the United
Btates through which all your wished and
recommendations may be made known to
the American people, and through which
your members may be able to establish de-
sirable business relations. >

We trust that this invitation may be
brought before your board and acted upon
at an early date. On receipt of your ac-
ceptance a diploma of membership will
be forwarded to your board, and also to
two or your members, to be selected by
you as personal repr:sentatives. In the
absence of other Instructions we generally
name the presfdent an=" sacretary, but
shall follow any suggestions which you may
think proper. :

Sir,—This institution has the honor to
inform your board, as a prospective member
of its international advigory board, that
it will hold in Philadelphia, in October,
1899, an international commercial congress,
together with a commercial expositiin. You
are urgently requested to make such ar-
rangements as will admit of the attend-
ance of a good delegation from your board.

The congress will be of world-wide im-
portance. It will comprise delegates from
nearly every country in the world, and
also special government delegates appoint-
ed by all nations on invitation of the Unit-
ed States government. The congress will
be In daily session, and each country repre-
sented will be expected to choose the sub-
jects for discussion and to treat of them
in papers prepared beforehand. There will
be given overy opportunity for a free and
fair discussion of all matters of interest
between the United States and other na-
tions. The meeting being unchecked by
and governmental control, is certain to
arouse world-wide interest, and its recom-
mendations are hound to have their effect
in shaping such legislation of this country.

the government will not be considered.
A deputation from Vancouver had wait-
ed upon the government upon a su;nlar
mission and it appeared not unlikely
that permission to use the government
assay stamp would be granted an as-
sayer at Vancouver to be appointed by
the bankers and merchants of that city.

“Port Angeles Kerry.—The council re-
ceived a deputation from Port Angeles
representing the Port Angeles Eastern
Railway Company and subsequently.Mr.
John ILehman submitted a proposition
suggesting an independent company to
establish and maintain a ferry betwegen
Port Angeles and this city, and the ecitiz-
ens to pay a bonus to the railway com-
pany for the privilege of getting the cars
landed here. Mr. Lehman was request-
ed to submit a proposition whereby tl}e
railway eompany will undertake to equip
and maintain the ferry. He had not been
heard from since. Subsequently, the
board received from Mr. Atkinson a re-
quest to confer with your council and a
meeting was arranged for accordingly,
at the time named by Mr. Atkinson.
At the time appointed about a dozen
members of your council and other busi-
ness men met, but Mr. Atkinson did not
keep his appointment, nor has any ex-
planation or communication been receiv-
ed from him since that times ¥ i

“Ferry With the Mainland.““The rail-
way committee of this board has sug-
gested that a ferry connecting the Is-
land with the Mainland somewhere near
the United States boundary would be
more advantageous’ to Viectoria than a
ferry to Port Angeles. This matter will
be taken up in due eourse.

“Pilotage—The pilotage charge upon
vessels -entering Vietoria have been un-
der consideration but this matter is not
yet disposed of.

“Coasting Laws.—It has been consid-
ered inopportune to suggest any change
In the suspending of the coasting laws
whereby United States steamers can
now call here for freight and passengers
for the northern eountry.

“Alien Law—Your council endorsed the
resolution of the Nelson board of trade
by placing on record their opposition to
legislation which will exclude aliens from
owning quartz mines.

“Paris Exhibition.—The counecil urged
the local government to include in the
estimates a sum sufficient to display the
various industries of British Columbia
at the Paris exhibition in such a manner
as will do the provinee justice.

“Placer Mining Act.—The council com-
municated to the Hon. Minister of Mines
a request that provision may be made in
the Piacer Mining act to enable compan-
ies already licensed in this province to
hold free miners’ certificates without in-
corporation under the Companies act.

“Members of Parliament.—The coun-
cil met the city representatives in the
House of Commons and the Hon. Sena-
tor Templeman before their departure

for Ottawa and amongst other things |

impressed the necessity for continuing
dredging in Victoria harbor; the estab-
lishment of a mint; the suspension of
the new fishery regulations, ete.
 “Technical Education.—The sugges-
tion of the Ottawa board of trade that
technical education be provided through-
out Canada by the Dominion government
has been endorsed, and in the event of a
convention being held in the East prior
to presenting the maatter to the govern-
ment the members of this board who are
now at Ottawa have been asked to rep-
resent us.”

The importance of the congress is such
that the opening session will be presided
over by the President of the United States,
and the whole diplomatic corps stationed
at Washington will be in attendance.

All the leading cfiambers of commerce
and boards of trade in the United States
will be represented, and the leading manu-
facturers and merchants, not only here, but
in all countries, will be invited to attend
the congress as spectators. The delegates
accredited from foreign governments and
commercial bodies will have an official
character, and will be entitled to a vote
in all the proceedings. Delegates bearing
such credentials will be the guests of the
city. during their attendance at the con-
gress.

The congress will be convened on October
10, 1899.

Coincidently with the congress there will
be beld the National Exposition of Ameri-
can Manufacturers, an enterprise which has
the sanction, endorsement and support of
the government of the United States, the
state of Pennsylvania and the municipality
of Philadelphia. Altogether there has been
appropriated and subseribed nearly one
million dollars to defray the cust of the
buildings and other expenses. The ex-
position is especially designed to exhibit
such American manufactures as are most
representative and best adapted to foreign
requirements. In its entirety i1 will afford
a most excellent opportunity for 1 thorough
and comparative study of -the various in-
dustries and .of the requiremruts, of the
open markets of the world. I.reign mer-
chants attending will be able to meet the
leading manufacturers and business men of
the United States, and thereby enter into
more desirable business connections during
their visit than would be possible on an
extended trip under ordinary circum-
stances.

The exposition will be opened on Septem-
ber 14, 1899, and will remain open about
three months. It will be directed by busi-
ness men of the highest character, ex-
perts in their various lines,
Arrangements will be made with the
transportation companies to secure reduc-
ed fares for visiting delegates and mer-
chants,

Your board is hereby invited to appoint
delegates to represent it officially at the
international commercial congress. We
leave the choice entirely to yourselves, be-
lieving that the importance of the meeting
will lead you to select able men. The
number of delegates is also left to you,
though we might suggest two or three as
2 good representation. As the time is short
we earnestly request prompt action on
this invitation, appointment of delegates
and selection of subjects for discussion.
Please advise us of such action in order
that invitation cards may be issued to
your appointees and the official programme
many be arranged.

An invitation is also hereby extended
to all members of your board outside of
the delegates appointed to attend the con-
gress and exposition. It is an wunusual
opportunity to make a satisfactory business
trip at reduced expense, and we have no

THE EIGHT-HOUR DAY.

On the announcement being made that
the list of business had been exhausted,
Mr. Herbert Cuthbert asked permission
to lay before the board a resolution aris-
ing out of the legislation of the last ses-
sion of the provincial parliament, which
resolution read as follows:

“In view of the grave objection on
the part of many mine owners in West
Kootenay to the legislation passed at the
last session of the legislature prohibit-
ing any miner working more than eight
hours per day underground; and in view
of the fact that the said mine owners
have affirmed that it will be necessary
for them to seriously consider the advis-
ability of closing -down their mines if
the provisions of the act be put in foree;
and whereas such action would in the
present prosperous condition of the
province be a serious blow at the com-
mercial interests of the province as a
whole; it is hereby resolved that the
provineial government be respectfully

the act imoperative until the next session
of the legislature, so that both the
miners and the mine owners shall have
ample time to consider the effects of
such legislation upon the mining indus-
try and upor the general busimess of the
province,” '

President Kirk pointed out that this
subject had been brought before the
council too late for it to be fnelnded in

asked to take such steps as shall make boa

the notices of the quarterly meeting, and
also that but one side’ appeared to be
represented, which might make a discus*
sion without notice unfair. Under the
rules such a resolution, without notice,
could only be dealt with on consent of
two-thirds of the members present being
obtained. : ;

Bowing to this ruling, Mr. Cuthbert
hoped that two-thirds of the meeting
would be pleased to discuss the resolu-
tion and carry it; while Mr. L. G. Mec-
Quade took an opposite stand and
argued that such a resolution should not
be debated without due notice having
been given.

“Let it go to the council,” he said,
“and they will bring it before the board
regularly at its next quarterly meeting.”

This, Mr. Cuthbert pointed out, would
defeat the object” sought, for the board
would not hold another general meeting
until the anticipated damage had been
done.  The plea of expediency commend-
ed itself to Capt. €. E. Clarke and Mr.
J. 8, Harvey, who moved that the rules
be suspended so that the consideration
of the resolution might proceed forth-
with.

The president was about to put this
resolution when Mr. Hanna raised the
point of order that two members had
slipped away, leaving the meeting with-
out a quorum. This necessitated a brief
suspension of business, during which the
secretary resolved himself into a com-
mittee of one, returning in triumph a
few moments later with sufficient rein-

forcements to fill up the break in the
forces.

Mr._Cutlrbert then proceeded to elabor-
ate his reasons for offering the resolu-
tion'—the board having unanimously con-
seuted to consider it. For two or three
weeks certain British Columbia mining
securities had depreciated in value to a
considerable extent, and, endeavoring to
ascertain the reason of this decline, he
ad become satisfied that it was to be
ascribed to this objectionable legislation
of last session. The managers of sev-
eral of the most important mines in the
Slo.c:m district first of all had come down
to interview the government in the mat-
ter: and after them, with the same ob-
Ject in view, there had come a second
deputation, including the mayor of Nel-
son, tl}e manager of the Hall ‘Mines (the
most important broperty in th#t section)
and several others. These gentlemen
had represented the extreme gravity of
the legislation complained of, to them
and to the entire mining industry of the
Kootenays, asserting that if the eight-~
hoar law_became operative it would be
praetically certain to produce a stagna-
tion of the mining business of the coun-
try.

The manager of the Hall Mines, for
example, had stated that either the oper-
ation of this legislation would have to
be deferred, or his company would be
obliged to close down their mines. The
same applied to all, or nearly all, the
other large mines of Kootenay, the Le
Roi included. As it was, a large
amount of capital had already been kept
out of the country by the fear of this
legislation being put in force.

Tracing the history of the objection-
able section, Mr. Cuthbert contended
that it was not of government origin,
but had been put through by a private

without due consideration. In effect it
was that no miner should be employed
in underground metalliferous mine work-
ings for more than eight hours daily;
this law became operative on the 1st of
Mzay., but prosecution of employers could
only be initiated with the consent of
the Attorney-General or by the inspector
of mines. To show what the new law
really meant, he briefly outlined the
situation: Heretofore the mines had
worked two shifts of ten hours each,
two hours being allowed after the com-
ing up of each shift for the smoke and
foul odors to clear away. Thus the
mines could be operated continuously,
24 hours of the day, with the two work-
ing shifts. This new legislation, how-
ever, would reduce the working time by
at least four hours, while necessitating
the employment of three shifts—no good
miner being obtainable at less than $3.50
per day.

Passing this resolution would not an-
tagonize the government in any way,
being merely in the direction of strength-
ening their-hands in the disallowance of
the legislation—or rather of inducing the
Attorney-General not to consent to the
initiation of prosecutions. At present
no miners, no matter how willing they
might be-to do so, could be allowed to
work in a ten hours’ shift. The delay
that he urged by this resolution would
permit of thorough investigation and
work injury to no one. It was qQuite
in harmony with the undertaking the
government had already given that the
new law would not.be made operative
for some time at least. If the hands of
the government were strengthened by
the business men of the province, the act
would undoubtedly stand over until next
session at all events,

The resolution found a seconder in
Capt. C. E. Clarke, and was supported
by Mr. E. Pearson, who thought that if
this eight-hour law were applicable
throughout the province it would be
fruitful in ‘most disastrous results. In
Cariboo the working season was very
short and had to be made the most of,
in order that the mines might be oper-
ated at a profit. Another point—it ap-
peared that this obnoxious legislation
was neither asked for nor desired by
miner or mine owner.

Mr. J. S. Harvey observed that from
his personal knowledge he could say the
new law would injuriously affect many
drifting mines in Cariboo; while as to
the feeling of the Kootenays, it might be
gathered from the fact that the Nelson
board of trade had already adopted a
resolution similar in tenor to that which
Mr. Cuthbert had now brought forward.

In reply to a question by Mr. Hanna,
the president explained that the legisla-
tion complained of had been secured by
Mr. J. M. Martin at the request of the
Rossland miners’ union. at that time
largely composed of striking miners from
the Coeur d’Alene.

Mr. M. Lenz and Mr. L. G. McQuade
thought so important g question might
well stand over for consideration at a
special and more representative meeting.
Besides, it would be well to hear the evi-
dence and argument on the other side,

Capt. Clarke promptly asserted that
there was no “other side ” to the ques-
tion. Neither the miners nor the owners
were In favor of the new legislation,
whﬂq the cost of operating the mines
Wwas increased by it fully one-third.

President Kirk informed the board
that mearly all of the working miners
of the Slocan had already signed an
agreement to close down if the new law
were enforced.

Mr. Davidge saw no necessgity for
present discussion of the merits or de-
merits of the original preposition. The
oard was only asked that reasonable
time be allewed by the government for
consideration of the effects involved by
the putting of the law into force. Such
b.el'ng the case, he saw no room for oppo-
sition, and moved “ that the question be
now put.”

The question being put, the resolution
carried unanimously and the meeting

forthwith came to an end throngh the
breaking of the quornm.

The story of the opera is the old fa-
miliar history of the merry monarch of
eutlawry whose career furnishes the ma-
terial for half the legendary romances
and fascinating folk tales of ancient
England—the old, old story with all its
dramatic possibilities, its picturesque
costuming and se&ing, and its cameo-
——
sharp individualities, but presented with
a thoreughly mM?n comic opera flav-
oring in a libretto brimful of light and
fanciful humor. In the music, the soul
of the completed opera as the plot is the
skeleton and the libretto the flesh and
blood—the work approaches very near
to the domain of grand opera. It is
scholarly almost to heaviness yet replete
with lyric gems. It is dignified past the
possibility of complete reconciliation with
the pun-besprinkled libretto. It is a
triumph of choral work, and contains
besides more than a few magnificent
solos, duets, trios, quartettes, a, quin-
tette and a sextette. Omne notable di-
vergence from the traditional modern
comic opera is in the powerful double
choruses, something not found in Gilbert
and Sullivan’s cellaborate productions,
and in the excellent development of each
act’s finale, Viewed as a whole the music
of the opera is in every way pretentious,
requiring for adequate presentation such
facilities are were at Mr. Austin’s com-
mand last night in a most musicianly
orchestra of twenty-four pieces and an
aggregation of quite forty voices on the
stage,

To refer more particularly to the pre-
sent production, the choruses and orches-
tration were primary features to com-
mand unstinted tributes of appreciation,
the former full, powerful, precise and
artistic; the latter never assertive ‘but
always sufficient for its important duties.
The specially pleasing numbers com-
menced with the first rise of the cur-
tain, in the Morris dance. Then came
the graceful and humorous churning trio,
and the Robin Hood waltz with which
the initial act is terminated. Another
splendid chorus was the “Came As a
Cavalier,” while the male sextette and
the mixed quartette meritted their full
share of appreciative attention. Of the
solo gems, Mr. Pilling’s (Robin Hood’s)
serenade in the second act; the Forest
Song by Maid Marion (Miss Russell)—
both of these numbers calling for voices
of unusual range, power and dramatic
force--and Mr. Kent's “Brown October
Ale,” assuredly demand particular recog-
nition. ;

Mr. Pilling in the title role certainly
looked the part to perfection and in his
singing at times displayed uncommon
sweetness of voice, with a ringing speak-
ing voice that carried well. The Maid
Marion of Miss Russell was both sung
and acted admirably, this young lady’s
soprano being of . marked purity and
splendid range, her highest notes (the
score is mot an easy one) being as full
and sweet as the most petted prima
donna’s, and her conception and inter-
Dretation of the active part being cor-
respondingly satisfactory. Mr. Moxon
entered with zest into the trying role of
the Sheriff, using his deep bass to advant-
age; and Mr. Herbert Kent was Little
John to the life—vigorous and effective
in action and singing well. Miss Clark
displayed a very charming voice and con-
siderable dramatic skill in her Allan-a-
dale; and Miss Lugrin gave a graceful,
well-studied and well-denfied coquette in
her Annabel. Nor must Mr. E. Grizelie
(Will Scarlett) be forgotten, with his
splendid song of the armorer; Mrs. Kent
in her excellent creation of Dame Dur-
den, which by the way was as credit-
able a bit of eccentric comedy as a
non-professional has offered theatre go-
ers in many a long day; Mr. W. Allan
in his companion comedy work as Friar
Tuck; or Mr. G. A. Woods as the awk-
ward rustic Sir Guy of Gisborne.

Over all Mr. Austin proved himself a
cool and masterly condumctor, with his
forces perf in hand and capable of
imparting confidence in both singers and
instrumentalists. The opera will be re-
peated this evening—again for the bene-

Canadian Pacific Navigation Company
Claim $15,000 for Saving Her.

The steamer Dirigo, which recently
narrowly eseaped being wrecked on
Midway island, in Alaskan waters, was
on Wednesday libelled at Seattle for
$15,000 salvage by the Canadian Pacific
Navigation Company, owners of the
steamer Tees, which rescued the Dirigo

The salvage suit was filed in the

States court Wednesday evening and
the Dirigo was seized by the marshal on
Thursday.

The libellant alleges that the Dirige’s
position’ was one of extreme peril, and
that but for the timely assistance ren-
dered by the Tees she would have.been
g total 1oss.  According to the libel, the
Dirigo struck at ebb tide, and leaking
badly settled down upon the rocks in
such a position that her crank shaft
was strained, her engines disabled and
to move the vessel by her own power
rendered out of the question.

The wreck, if is alleged, occurred in
a blinding snow storm and gale, which

Swindling Game—A Page
of History.

The authorized capital of the ‘“‘combines”
or trusts formed in the United States last
Year was $916,000,000; but this sum, great
as it is, has been exceeded by the record
of the first two months of the present
year, the authorized capital for trusts or-
ganized during January and February ag-
gregating $1,106,000,000; and the work of
organizing still goes on at a prodigious pace,
the list of new ‘‘combines’’ including pretty
much the whole range of manufacture. Of
course, it must not be understood that the
colossal sums named above have been put
up in hard cash. Perhaps the larger share
is made up of fictitious ecapital—or mere
‘“water.” Many of the trusts are rags and
tags of business projects which have never
pald a dividend, pooled through the efforts
of some professional promoter in the hnj\_n
of making profit through the sale of sharcs.
And, as a matter of fact, a goed deal of
good hard money is going into these stocks,
and most of it is destined to be lost.
The extraordinary movement calls to mind
a passage from Macaulay, descriptive of
similar crazes in times long past in London.
