ACCIDENT TO BURNSIDE.

Post-Intelli;enéer —;;ctimized by Sea
Captain Who Tells it Stories.

Yesterday’s Seattle Post-Intelligencer
contained the following account of the
accident to the United States cable ship
‘Burnside in Seymour Narrows, and the
preposterous statements of Captain Z.
8. Moore, who has succeeded 'in - de-
céiving the Seattle paper with a ven-
geance. The report is as follows:

‘At quarter speed, with a4 jagged hole
on her port side beneath the water line,
the United States cableship Burnside
.steamed into port yesterday afternoon.
In. ‘Seymour narrows, near Maud isk
and, at 8 o’clock on the morning of No-
vember 21st, the big veéssel went upon
2 rock, and had it not been -for good
seamanship and the fact that the hole
was punched in a water-tight compart-
ment the ship might have gone down, a
total wreck.

The fact that the ship was steaming
northward through the narrows at less
than half speed and was caught in the
Strong current was the cause of jthe ac-
cident. The water runs as through a
mill race in the channel, and the govern-
ment vessel, sproceeding slowly, mwas
helpless when the current caught it eand
swung it around. Before complete con-
trol of the ship could ‘be secured by the
pilot, who was on the bridge, the Burn-
side had been dashed on,the rock. ‘She

not before the water-tight compartment
had been puuctured. i

It is dimpossible to ascertain at this
time ‘the .size of the hole in the ship.
Her officers state that she struck hard,
and it'is thought probable that the hole
is a largé onme. ‘The shock of the ship
striking was sufficiently severe to throw
several: sajlors who: were on deck off
their feet. It is considered fortunate
by the officers of the vessel that she
[ got out of the predicament with as lit-
! tle damage as she did.

The vessel is_now at the Arlington
dock: It.was gtated last night that she
would be put in dry dock today. The
Lole is in No. 8 compartment. When
the accident occurred the vessel was ou
her: way to Sitka to repair the eable,
which is broken thirty miles north of.
that port. She left Seattle
morniug. ;

The fact that the Burnside is now dis-
abled and that the cable repairing will be
de'ayed perhaps for a couple of weeks is
a matter of deep regret to the signal corps
office. The rate war that is now on be-
tween the Dominion Telegraph Company
a1d the cable system renders it imperative
that the cable be put In working order to
Valdez as soon as possible.

At the signal office, however, but little
if any blame attaches to Capt. O. H. Jo-
hansen, the navigating offices of the Burn-
side.” From all accounts the disaster was
unayvoidable, and was brought about almost
solely by weather conditions. At this
season of the year, it is stated, the tide
does not agree with the tide tables, and
after a series of gaies the water banks up
Ia Seymour nparrows, which fact is mnot
generally known save by officers who navi-
gate the narrows regularly.

The rock upon which the Burnside struck
I3 twelve feet under water. It Is only

over it. According to the tide tables there
should have been a slow current through
the narrows on the morning of the 2ist.
Instead of this, the current was like a mill
race, the signal officers aboard the govern-
ment vessel state. The mavigating officer
of the ship went according to the tide ta-
bles and, anticipating a slow current, went
ahead at half speed.. Under normal condi-
tions the ship would have proceeded at
full speed in order to have overcome the
tides.

Capt. Z. 8. Moore,

CRESTON A GATEWAY.
Gecrge Winters, who has been at
Creston for the past four mouths, has
returned to the city for a few days for
the purpose of looking after his mining
and realty interests.

In a few weeks they return, stat-
ing that they have secured from 160 to
1,000 acres of land and that they have
come back for the purpose of taking
their stock, implements, househoid fur-
niture and families back with them to
the northwest. They are full of enthu-
siasm, concerning the northwest and say
it is a wonderful country and that land
is very cheap there to what it will be in
a few years from now.

The meeting of the Zemstvos—“the First
Russian Congress” as it is now called—
may indeed work the imauguration of ar
new era for Russia. Emperor Nicholas,
the initiator of the plan for universal
disarmament, may turn back upon the
reactionaries and crown his reign by
granting to his subjecis the constitution
which his grandfather had already pre-
pared when he fell by the hand of an
assassin,

The basis of such a possibility is the
significant fact that late this atternoon
the Emperor received in the palace at
Tsarhkoe-Selo, M. Shipoff, of Moscow;
M. Patrunkeivitch, of Tever; M. Rod-
zianko, of Ekaterinoslav, and Count Hei-
den, four prominent members of
Zemstvo congress, and listened to
views. It developed that when Mi
of the Interior Sviatopolk-Mirsky
sented the Zemstvo memorial and reso-
lutions of November 24, the Emperor
was so deeply impressed, as well by the
contents of the documents as by the
character of the signers, that he immedi-
ately expressed the desire to personally
receive a deputation of four. The Zem-
stvoists, therefore, went to Tsarskoe-
Selo by imperial command. At their
audience, it is understood, they explained
fully their position and the views ex-
pressed by the memorial that the salva-
tion of the empire from ruin by revolu-
tion lay in the adoption of the general
ideas expressed in the memorial. The
Emperor was greatly impressed by what
he heard and asked many questions.
While it is understood that he gave no
indication of his purposes, except the
sympathy, it is explained the deputation
when it returned to St. Petersburg was
in high spirits. !

They all declined to say anything for
publication arding the wisit. The
unews that the delegation had been given
an audience by the Emperor spread like
wildfire. through the city tonight and
created a tremendous sensation, rejoic-
ing among liberals and amazement
among the supporters of the old regime.
Earlier in the day the report was that
an immediate effort of the Zemstvo meet-
ing would likely be the realization of the
plan for giving elected Zemstvo repre-
sentatives seats in the council of the
empire. One of the prominent liberals,
who participated in the congress, declin-
ed tonight to share in the jubilation and
expressed the opimion that victory was
yet a long way off, although he said
he believed it was certain. He pointed
out that the declaration in the memorial
in favor of the speaking privileges and
for the equality for all'classes before the
law, when it became known throughout
Russia, was bound' to appeal strongly
to the peasantry.

“All the members of the congress,”
said he, “are large landed proprietors. %
levelling process which would make th
mujik on an equality with them must
be prejudicial to their personal interest.

YXesterday morning’s Tacoma Ledger
gave the following interesting particu-
lars regarding the steamer Leelanaw’s
record cargo of Treadwell concentrates:

The steamer Leelanaw, Captain W.

w&Meyer, arrived at the. Tacoma smelter
from the Treadwell mines, Douglas isl-
and, at 10 o’clock yesterday morning.
She brought 2,050 tons of concentrates,
valued at $110,000, this being the most
valuable and largest cargo of concen-
trates ever received from ‘Alaska in this
port. -

‘The Leelanaw had an uneventful trip
down from the mines, the weather be-
ing good with no heavy gales or rough
seas. 'Conditions were so favorable that
for a portion of the trip, north of Van-
couver island, the Leelanaw took _the
outside passage. She left the mines
Monday. -She was twenty-four days |
out on the round trip, having taken |
north from Ladysmith 600 tons of coal
to the Treadwell mines.

The racific Freighting Company is at
present operating the Leelanaw, having
her -under a three-year charter. The
Pacific Freighting Company has the con-
tract for supplying the Treadwell mines |
with 40,000 tons of coal annually, which
is taken from the Dunsmuir mines at
Ladysmith. The fuel is taken as return
eargo, while on the trips from the m nes
the Leelanaw has about 30,000 tons of
concentrates to bring to the Tacoma
smelter from the mines. Mr. Dunsmuir
came from the north on the steamer.

Captain Meyer is well known in Ta-
coma and on Puget Sound, he having
been in the employ of the Canadian Pa-
cific Steamship Company for years as
master of the Danube and other ves-
sels, For some time past he has been
in command of the barge Oregon, but
Jately succeeded Captain Munroe as
master of the Leelanaw. Captain P.
MeCarty succeeded Captain Meyer on
the Oregon, Captain McCarty having
previously been on the barge Richard
II1.

1t is expected that the hulks, which
formerly freighted the output of the
Treadwell mines, will be idle until next
March. A new smelter is to be started
then at Hadley, north of Ketchikan.
Copper ore from the Niblak mines wili |
be brought to Tacoma by the hulks and
on -the return it is expected that they
will carry coke and lime to the smeitor.

As soon as the cargo of the Leelanaw
is discharged she will proceed to Lady-
smith for her return cargo of coal. It
is expected that the steamer will get
away the first of the week.

‘The Leélanaw is well known in Ta:
coma, having been for a long time en-
gaged in the coal-carrying trade be-
tween Tacoma and San Frauncisco. Dur
ing the past summer she loaded several
m™iscellaneous cargoes here for San
Francisco.
