Steamer Moana, which arrived yes-
terday, brought news that the Sydney
firm of Burns, Philp & Co., owners of
the island steamer. Ysabel, which some

time ago was driven out of the trade of
the Marshall Islands group by preposter-
ous tradingfees and export duties, In
violation Af treaty rights existing be-
tween Great Britain and Germany, has;
resolved to make a claim against the
govérnment of Germany, the amount de-
manded being $50,000. -
In their statement of claim the firm
says: “Messrs. Burns, Philp & Com-
pany, Limited, believing themselves to
have been treated by the German au-
thorities with great injustice and grave
-illegality, therefore claim from the gov-
ernment of His Tmperial Majesty the
Emperor of Germany: As compensation
and as an indemnity to themselves, both
as merchants.and as owners of the
steamer Ysabel, for taxes illegally lev-
jed; for loss Sustained through the pre-
vention of _trading at the Caroline
Islands; for loss sustained through the
prevention of trading at the Marshall
Islands; for the refusal to allow land
to be acquired; for loss arising from
the dislocation of business; and for
every other loss and damage arising
from the illegal action of the authori-
ties at the Caroline and Marshall
Islands, the sum of $50,000.”
fThe circumstances surrounding the
enforced return of the Ysabel from the
islands are fresh in the minds of read-
ers, and are set-out in detail by Messrs.
Burns, Philp & Company in their state-
ment of claim. Briefly stated, Messrs.
Burns, Philp & 'Company, Limited, hav-
ing been for some years engaged in trad-
ing with certain-of the Pacific islands,
early in 1904 decided to extend their
trading operations and shipping services
to the Marshall and Caroline groups of
islands, which are \German possessions.
The firm was entitled to make these ven-
tures under the “Declaration,” or treaty,
with regard to the Western Pacific,
signed at Berlin on April 10, 1886, by
Count Herbert Bismarck, the German

Crawfordsville, Ind., Feb, 15.—Gener-
al Lew Wallace, author, formerly Am-

of the Mexican and civil wars, died at
his home tonight aged 73 years.

The health of General Wallace had
been waning for several years, and for
months it has been generally said that
his vigorous constitution could not
much longer withstand the ravages of
a wasting disease.

For more -than a year he has been
unable to properly assimilate food,
and this, together with his extreme’
age, made more difficult his fight
against death. ‘At no time has he ever
confessed the belief that the end was
near, and his rugged constitution and
remarkable vitality have been respon-
sible for prolonging his life. Besides
his physician only Mrs..

HUNGARIAN CRISIS.

Austrian Premier Makes Declaration
In The Reichstrath.

Vienna, Feb. 15.—In the Reichstrath
vesterday Premier Gautch, referring
to the Hungarian crisis, declared that
if the common institutions of Austria
and Hungary were to be altered the
Austrian government would know how
to safeguard Austrian interests and
would take energetic action looking to
the possession of the monarchy, a po-
sition won on a thousand battlefields
and recognized by Europe as the guar-
antee of peace and the surest protec-
tion -of welfare of both halves of the
monarchy. Foreign Minister Golu-
chowski had a long conference with
Premier Gautch- on the Hungarian
crisis., It is reported that the indepen-
dent party at Budapest will demand
the removal of Count Goluchowski on
the ground that he was responsible for
the emperor-king’s acceptance of Pre-
mier Tisza’s policy.

Siege 'Gun Sends Shell Into Russian
oker Party With Fatal Results.

Russian Headquarters, Huan Moun-
tain, Manchuria, Feb. 15.—During the
Japanese bombardment of Poutiloff

LOSS BY THREE-CENT FARE.

Cleveland, O., Feb. 15.—Horace E.
Andrews, of the Cleveland Electric
Railway Company, tonight gave out a
statement covering - the recent low
street car fare experiments here. The
company operates all the traction lines
in Cleveland. The two weeks’ trial of
a three-cent fare within a two-mile
limit showed a loss per day- of $764 in
the company’s earnings, and this ioss
was sustained on only 18% per cent.
of the company’s total fares, and for
13 out of 24 hours of the day from 6
a. m. until 7 p. m.

Some excellent recommendations ‘have
been made to the Provincial Govern-
ment 'with a view to preserving the
beaver and the big game of the Island
from complete extinction. We have in
the case of the buffalo a remarkable in-
stance of an animal that once roamed
in great herds over the prairies having
been reduced in numbers to the point
of extermination, and it may be regard-
ed as purely a matter of accident ‘that
the American bison has been left to us
at all. These are In small herds in
Kansas, in the National Park at Banff
and one or two other places. For a

period after confinement they did not
| seem to do well, but, becoming used to
‘ their new environments, are now on the
;increase. We came across the other day
{in one of our exchanges a description of
{an interesting experiment made by Aus-
tin Corbin on the banks of the Con-
necticut, near Newport, N. H. Some
twenty years ago he bought a township
of wild land, fenced it with barbed
wire, and stocked it with wild game ani-
mals. There were about 25,000 acres
in the enclosure, which he stocked with
moose, deer, elk, wild boars and buffa-
lo. The fence, of which there were
twenty-four miles, was ten feet high.
Apart from building a few lodges for
keepers, he took no further interest in
the matter and left the rest to luck.
Mr., Corbin was a very wealthy man
and could afford the luxury of a private
park. Some men plan better than they
know. and Mr. Corbin was one of these.
The enclosure, which had been logged
and chopped over had been practically
abandoned. Since it was set apart
«t¥enty years ago, the natural inerease
ot timber has made it very valuable for
the trees. The wild animals have in-
creased so rapidly as to afford excellent
sport for those who are privileged to
take advantage of it and to render it
necessary to thin out the herds in order
to give food to the survivors. 'The most
interesting part of the (Corbin  experi-
ment, however, is the fact that the
uffalo, which originally were 20 in
‘number, had increased two years ago to
about 100, and it is estimated, at the
present rate of -increase, that there will
be 500 in 1906. As a living buffalo in
good coundition is worth $500, and &
single buffalo skin is valued at $200,
it ‘would seem that in this item alone
. the owners have a valuable asset. The
{ experiment proved, too, that with aver-
Lage care, buffalo may be made to live
out of doors in any of the New Fﬁ)glaud
States, In the coldest months thev are
retained in an enclosure of 1,000 acres
and fed on hay, cut on the swale lands
of the park. The cost of winter feed-
ing is slight and they are provided with
shelters of brush but are not housed at
all. The moral of this, applied to Brit-
ish Columbia, is that it is possible, by
adopting similar means, to preserve
specimens of big game-of this country in
such ‘a way that they will survive per-
petually in counsiderable nu.mb. ers. As
exploring, mining, prospecting, railway
building and other develogiments go
on, in the remoter parts of Vancouver
Island and the Mainland, such animals
as the beaver, elk, moose, caribon and’
big horn are liable to extinction. It was
suggested some time ago to the Pro-
vincial Government that a large game
preserve in the centre of Va}rouver
Island should be established, with just
such a purpose in view as we have
outlined, and in view of the Corbin ex-
periment in the Bastern States. the idlea
