The above .sketch will give some “idea of the
Scotch cuntter’s appearance. She differs quite
as much in model from the ordinary cutter as
does the Volunteer from the usual American
sloop—the Priscilla, for instance. The grentest
draft is where the stern post meets the keel,
and from thn'tdpoint the keelis carried with a
slight rise to alfvest amidships, and then rises
at-a greater angle until it merges into the curve
of the bow. The forefootis cut away to a sur-
prising oxtent; this was the feature which pro-
voked the most adverse criticism. It was said
that in a jump of a sea when sbe lifted her bow
would prevent her from being held up
to ;windward work. To the ordinary
obsérver . it is a dangerous looking
bow, as sharp asthe nose of a sword-fish—a bow
