Useful Hints.

Grained wood should be washed with
cold tea.

A bit of soap rubbed on the hinges
of doors will prevent them from creak-
ing.

Pieces of cheese cloth make the very
best kind of dusters. Cut them and
bem them.

Learn not to see everything. She
is a prudent housekeeper who cap
wink at trifling blemishes without say
effort or parade,

Wash woollens in clean, hot soap
suds; rinse in clear hot water, and
shake out the wet without passing
through the wringer. Worsted dress
goods should never be wrung when
washed.

Stair carpets should always have
three or four thickneeses of paper put
under them, at or over the edge of
every stair, which is the part where
they first wear out.

When cooking cracked wheat; pick
over s sufficient quantity, cover with
cold water, and when it boils add a
little sals. Be careful not to let the
water boil away. Cook apout an hour.
Serve with milk and sugar.

A strong liquid glue, that will keep
for year without changing, may be
made by placing 1n a glazed vessel a
quart of water and about three pounds
of hard glue. Thisis to be melted over
a gentle fire in a_glue pot, and stirred
up occasionally. When sll the glue is
melted, drop in gradually a emall
quantity of  nitric acid, when
effervescene will take place. The
vessel 18 then to be taken off the
fire and allowed to cool. Glue thus
marde will keep liquid for years.

PLusH Carp Case.— Getsix inches of
olive plush the same of olive silk, and
half a yard of narrow (one-balf inch)
olive ribbons Cut a piece of paste~
board so that, when folded in the mid-
dle for cover, it will be two and one-
balf inches wide and four inches long.
