A Pegina correspondent says: J. D. Sib-
bald haswithdrawa from the Western Milling
Co. His intention is to commence business in
Revelstoko, British Columbia.

The Rogina town couucil has finally adopted
and passed the sipgle tax system, It taxes all
town lots, exempting buildings and improve-

monts; it puts a tax upon the salary of the
wage-earnor and taxes the turnover or amount
of business transacted by each business houso
or profession.  Thia last clause is tho subjact
of a great deal of unfavorable discussion. “Yhe
dealers in cosl, wheat, flour and coal oil,
otc.,, who necessarily have to make a very
narrow margin, pay the same tax on their sales
as tho druggist and others who make a larger
percontage of profit, and who clear, as it is
claimed, as mach on a $1,000 turnover as the
former class do on a $1,500 or $2,000 turnover.
Under this systom ail secret and benetit socie-
ties holding meotings and transactiLe husiness
within & municipitity shall bs asacesed, nod

3y a licenso tax not exceeding $10 annually.
The railway, telegraph, telephone and express
companies, bauks, jnsurance, mortgsge, loin
and electric light companies will all be assess-
ed, varyiog from the half of 1 per ceat to 5 per
cent on their grosa earnings within the munici-
pality.

Froight Bates anﬁ Traffic Matters.

Westera fieight men were in session at Chi-
cago un Tuesduy considering the advieabilicy
of restoring rates on wheat to 25¢, and 20c on
corn, between Missouri points and Chicago.
The Atchison aunounced that it would not con-
seat to tho advance unless guarantees were
given that there would be no manipulations of
through rates in such a way as to amount to a
cut in two of the local rates between ICansas
City and Chicago. This proposition occupied
the meetiog all day.

A Chicagn telegram says:—The failure of
the Lake Carciers’ association to cffect the
laying up of onoe fourth of tho boats for the
season to avoid ruinous rates from competition,
has induced vessel men to accept the very low
rates to store grain the rest of tho season and
take it to Buffulo in the spring. The wvesscl
men are underbidding the elevators 8o seriously
that considerable grawn is likely to be trans.
ferred to the boats. Not a vessel owaer in
Chicago has sigued the agreement, and private
advices from Buflulo and Cleveland show the
sameo conditions at those ports. .
