and Hounds ™ or * Paper

Chasmg ™ would not be

anuss, for I belicve every
young Canadian understands
sumething about these field
sports, and fur the benefit of
thuse who du not, T will give
an account of one of the
paper chases my brother and
I touk part in last spring.

But before relating my
narrative, I will gine my
young friends a few puinters that will no doubt be of ser
vice to them when taking part in these outings.  If any
of my readers should cver take part n any of these
chases, T would advise them not to folluw a ruad for any
length of time, but to cruss itand enter fidds and go
through a bush whenever practicable , Ly so duing the
hounds are compelled to fullon on fuot, whereas it you
kept to the road they could follow you in any yvehide
thet might happen to be going in your direction.

This remmds me of a chase T tuok part mn a few years
ago, and I don't think I shall soun forget it. It ap
pears that the hares secured the scrvices of a cab from
which they scattered the scent alung the road, while
they lolled lazily about the scats puffing cgarettes as
they rolled alung.  On their return they laughed at the
hounds who had followed them for a couple of hours
alung a dusty road , several of the huunds were very in
dignant at this, and vowed that af they were chosen for
hares on the next vceasion, they would not be vut done
even it they had to hire a sleeping car and pay the

purter to scatter the stent, while they hud e bed at therr
ease ; but up to the time of this wniting they have not
carrnied their threat mto exccution, )

Now for a few words m regard o the costume
usually worn on these vccasions. It should  consist
of a Tight prak cap, woolen jursey, hnce pants, stuck
ings, and ordinary rubber soled Lictusse shioes, Lhese
I consider preferable to any othar hind ot shoes, for
this purpose.

When staring T would advise you not to run fast, but
set an easy pace;, which will presenve your wind and
enable you to come an at the finsh feding compara-
tively fresh, espeaally if yvou run flatfuuted where the
ground is heavy or uneven; coming up on the tues
when on a dry ficld or a road where the runnmg 1s
goud , take it casy when guing up Wl and make up for
lost ume when descending.

The paper may be tum to about the size of urdinary
pustage stamps, or 1 stnps from six to ten inches long,
The former is the most pupular size, but if you are cross-
ing vpen country 1in windy weather, T would advise the
use of the latter, because it has a tendency to ding to
the tufts of grass and shrubbery, and will reman visible
fur a long time. A good way for the hares to carry the
bulk of their paper 15 to place it in schoul ags, strapped
tu the back to prevent them swinging abuout, winle vne
of the hares has s bag hanging at hus side, which en-
ables him to saatter the seant freddy, redying on the
others to replenish his supply.

The chase T am about to refur to, tovk place at
Hamilton, fifty-two members of the Y. M CL AL gym-
nasium taking part un this occasion. Three of the best
runners were sclected for hares befurchand. The start
was made at 2.30 p w. frum the gymnasium,the hounds
following five minutes later.
