The two following lotters were kindly
contributed by Mrs, P. D. Browne, of
Mentreal, for reading at the third meoling
of the Kiugston Woman's Foreign Mission.
ary Assoviatlon. The first is from Mra.
Stothoerd, Bombay :

“Pho firat littlo mattor I want to tell you
about is the baptism of & Hindoo lady, who
hss boen enabled to como out. In order
that you may understand all about her, I
must take you back to 1869. During that
year, a little Hindoo girl was sent to mo &g
& day-scholar. Boing very clover little
Mentoolai made rapid progress. Her fathor,
who is a peeuliar man, was at that time
much interosted in the Ohristian religion.
At thr end of six months, little Montoolal
wags  ithdrawn, but my pupil teachor
waus asked to come and teach her at her
home, This was done, and just then hor
fothor asked omo of our migsionaries to
rend 5 Christian lady to teach his wife
concerning Christianity; which was_also
done. Several Missionary ladies visited
her. Mentoolai had received from another
Missionary, while at sohool, three small
books. These her mother read, and they
aud by hor husband lost all interest in the
prodaced & great offect on hes mind, By
Olitistian religion, and when he found out
the state of his wife's mind, became vory
angry. Several limes he beat her go badly
that she had to tako refuge in her mother's
house. Two years or more passed, and
her mother died, and Vitabai had no
other relation loft to help her in {rouble.
But hor Christian frionds comforted her,
and tho trno God whom she now worship
ped sustained her. About two months
ngo, Vitabai and her little daughter were
govorely beaten by her husband, and she
was told to leave the house, which she did,
taking all her children (one girl and two
boys) with her. She went to the houso of
our native minister, who took her in, and
wrote at once to her husbaud telling him
where she was, The next day her husband
sent friends tv asle hoer to return. This
sho declined to do, and at the same time
said, “I wish now to unite with the
Christians, and at tho samo time to be
baptized.” Of course, this enraged him,
and ho summoned her to appear at the
High Court. The end was that the oluldren
were taken from her, e thought this
would be too much for her, but Jesus sus.
tained her through this torrible trial. Tho
next Sabbath, sho .was baptised by Dr.
Wilson. The whole Hindoo community
has been stirred up ; wmy school was for.
snken—the scholars gont word that they
feared to come, because I might wmake
them Christiaus, I toid them only Geod
could change their hearts., It was an im-
pressivo sconeo, when Vitabai stood up in
the little church and declared her belief in
the true God, and in Jesus Qinrist, with
much firmness, and yel with great modes.
ty. The more one secs of what God can
enable people to do, tho moro one feols en-
couraged. Bat oh! it is & terriblo trvial
for s high-cnste man or woman to beooms
s Christinn, We a:k you to join in pray-
ing for Vetabai’s husband, that Le may be
brought to Christ, nlso for her, that she
may be pustainel through her trials, and
for the dear children, that they may be led
to soek their mother's God. I am glad to
tell you that my school girls returned in
about & weel,, and I am more than ever
anxious that God wonld bless our labours
for their convarsion. We are having a new
gchool-house erceted in honour of Mrs.
Wilson, and Dr, Wilson has asked mo to
tako my girls there, aud have the manage-
ment of the whole school. This, I think,I
shall be able to do, as it is vory near us.
You ask about the boarding.-school. Mias
Brown is still there, though she speaks
sometimes of going to another station,
and wo ehould prefer a missionary and
his wifo boing there. Nearly all my girls
hieve left, but goveral littlo ones have been
admitted—the number is now thisty-sight
(rather a differonce from sixty). All are
well, with the exception of one little Jamb

of mine, who is dying in the I'oona hos-

pital. Sho is very happy aund bright, for
sho loves Jesus and is gomng to Him,”

Now, on whom do all these sad and ab. ‘
surd customs fall tho most heavily? It.
is most assuredly on woman, the women
of tho land, our sisters! Nover, I think, |
shall I forget a romark made to my hus-
band many years ago, when we were rid-
ing togother, and passed a poor woman
sitting in the dirt by the roadside,~hor
hair stiff and tavgled, her clothing only
o sirip of cloth, scant, narrow, and fiithy,
aud looking to us the personification of dis.
comfort and degradation; yot apparently
satisfied in horself. You, ¢thcre, can never .
fully understand what the gospel doos for
women., Hero they aro degraded, kopt
in the background, made to do the hardest
work, and made to feel thal they are no
moro able to loarn than a donkey ;~—this
they have told me repeatedly. But, thanks
to God, tho gospel light is breaking., It
sooms to us very slowly, but God moves
and works in His own way.

Girls are being educated ; and somo are
grown up, and have bocomo wives and mo-
thers, and adorn thelr positions. Wo, the
missionaty ladies, have our aohools, and
are doing what we oan to interest and edu-
cate the girls, and olovate women. Could
you have been present, a3 wo wore, a few
days ago, at the examination of the girls'
boarding-sehool in Madura, eightcen wmiles
from us, you would have “een choered, and ,

We must have
lIady teachers; yes, and lady medical mis-
missionaries, ‘The east supplies the
~trongest plea for the medical studies of
ladies. No agent can do the work in the
zenanas fromsuch a vautage ground as our
educated medical lady-missionary, And I
say lady advisedly. The gentle mannered,
cullivated Cliristinn  women, may do a
work for our poor s'stcra ip the heathen
world --hich an nugel might dovet. Joy-
fully, we must beheve, would tho angels
aceept the commiszion to go and teach
